“Our econo-
my experienced a shift, but it's balancing back to an equilibrium.” Tsakanikas believes recent moves like the new
Sonic three blocks from the downtown demonsiraie that invesiors know where the waffic is. “As early as 1995
TxDOT was showing an 11,900 daily traffic count one block from downtown. 1-27 was only showing about
13,000. T think businesses are catching-on.”
