Q: I answeredan ad that
promised a great income
doing medicalbilling for doc-

tors' offices. I had to pay for
training and ome very expen-

sive computer softwares. I

received,a mailing list of
potentialclients, but I haven't
beenable to sign anyoneAll
of the doctors I contactsay
they do their own billing.

I contacted the company
abouta refund but I can't get
an answer. Can you help?

A: The Consumer
ProtectionDivision of my

servicesfor doctors.AHarris
County jury found Steiber
guilty of engagingin false,
misleading, and deceptive
acts underboth theDeceptive
Trade Practices Act and the
Business Opportunities Act.
The jury ordered $170,000in
civil penaltiesand attorneys'
fees. My office is alsoseeking.

$400,000 in restitution for
injured consumers.The court
will rule on this within a few
weeks.

During the trial, more than
30 victims testified thatthey
had purchasedSteiber's pro-

gram, which included soft-

ware and mailing lists.
