Texas Tech's previots enrsil
méent record was 25573 in the
Fall 2001 semester, “"Cur enroll-
ment (s an indicaddon of our
conimusd suceess 1 our efforts
to grow and achieve national
excellence. said David J.
Schmidly, Ph.D. president of
Fexas Tech Unmiversity.

Texas Tech is seeing record
growth in virtually all areas of
its enrollment this semester:

Heinize agreed saying a
comprehensive enrollment
management plan was put in
place in 1997 and the effort is
paying off.
