Deaths of Mexican women
raise need for better working
conditions and security

Yolanda Chavez ieyva
Since 1993.270 women have
been murdered and another 450

have disappearcd in Ciudad
Juarez Mexico, a city locared across
the border from El Paso, Texzs.
Many bave been raped and mutilat-
ed. Thetr bodies have been found in
the desert on the outskirts of Ciudad
Juarez or in the central part of town.
Poor women are especially vulnera-
ble to being targeted.

Ciudad Juarez is like many
Mexican border towns. Since the
mid-1960s, hundreds of foreign-
owned plants, called maquiladoras,
have moved to the city, drawn by
tax incentives and low wages.
About 80 percent of the factories
ar¢ U.S.-owned. The maquiladoras
employ approximately 200,000
workers i the city of more than |
million. About 70 percent of the
maquiladora workers are women,
some of whom earn as little as 54 i
day.

Each year, thousands of women
move 1o Juarez in search of jobs.
What they find instead is low wages
— and the feeling of terror and vul-
nerability.

Many of the women who have
turned up dead worked in thege
U.S.-owned eompanies.

in the past several months, the
murders have gained international
attention. The US, Suate
Department’s Homan Rights office,
the United Nations and Amnesty
International have all made state-
ments protesting thedack of police
aetion in solving the murders.

Last December. a network of
more than 300 organizal’ nns imitiai-
ed & national campaign, “Stop the
Impunity; No More Killings.” The
campuign's leadership denounced
what they characierized as inade-
quate police work in the murders
and disappearances- Ip n recent
they asked for the
creation of 4 bilatoral comumussion to
investigate the murders,

On Feb. 11, Chihuahua
Governor Patricio Murtinez Garcia
said that he would seck assistance
from the Unitad Nations as well as
from {aternationsl police agents
solve these munders.

Mexican  women's-rights
activists and the families of the

murdered women have called atten-
tion to the murders of Mexican
women for years. Their pleas have
lon often remained unheard by gov-
ernmant officials and law- enforce-
ment agencies, In fact, law-enforce-
ment officials have ofien blamed the
vicuims, saying the women were
wearing provocative clothing or
suggesting that the young women
ran away with boyfriends. In reality,
many of the women were Killed on
the way home from late-night shifis
at the maguiladoras,

A feminist organization, Grupo
Ocho de Marzo de Ciudad Juarez,
kceps a list of the dead women. The
stories are shocking.

Some, like Amparo Guzman, a

“leen-aged wornan found strangled 10

death on April 2,2000, moved to
Juarez in search of a hetter life.
Guzman came from Veracruz,
Mexico, three months earlier and
worked in a maguiladora.

Others victims pemain name-
less, like the 17-year-old woman
found in a plastic bag in Octobet
1994,

The Coalition on Violence
against Women and Families on the
Border recently joined in the
demands for justice for *he dead
women, The coalition, which con-
sists of women's organizations from
both siles of the border, labor union
activists, univerzity professors and
stucents and religious
leaders. expressed outrage that the
murders have conlinued unabated
for almost a decade.

Yol-Itzma Aguirre, a history
student at the University of Texas at
El Paso, expressed the coalition’s
views this way. “Let me remind you
that our hearts hive no border and
our blood crosses no river, We could
chose the cowardly way out, which
is 10 close our eyes snd continue
ignoring the situation, or we ¢could
be strong, bave courage and fight.”

It 15 e that we took & stasd in
defense of the women of Ciudad
Juarez.
