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WASHINGTON - A new study by
the US, Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission (EEOC)
entitled “Diversity in Law Firms™
reveals that women now comprise
40% of legal professionals (resem-
bling associates) in the private sec-
tor, a significant gain from 14%
nearly three decades ago, In addi-
tion, smce 1973, Afncan
Americans doubled their employ-
usent as legal professionals to over
4%, Hispanics more than doubled
to 3%, and Asian representation
rose by five times 10 6,5%. The
repornt was issued last week by
EEOC Chair Cari M. Dominguez
during a speech to a national con-
ference of the American Bar
Association (ABA) on “Opening
ihe Pipeline.”

“While we should certainly be
proud of the progress women and
people of color have made in joi)-
ing the ranks of legal professionals,
we must also be mindful of how far
we have to go,” said Chair
Dominguez. “The Commission
continues to proactively cultivate
its relationship with the ABA and
other industry groups to ensure that
the diversity of America is reflected
in and sought by the legal profes-
sion. We must all make a constant,
sustained effort to ensure that our
nation’s law firms are open and
inclusive to all individuals™

ABA President Dennis W.
Archer said: “1 view the business
community, and in particular cor-
porate general counsels, working in
tandem with government leaders,
as key motivators to change the
culture of the legal profession to
match broader society.” '

The study also looks at the rela-
tionship between firm characteris-
tics and the employment of people
of color and women, Results sug-
gest that the most pressing equal
employment issue in large national
law firms is not longer hiring but
conditions of employment, espe-
cially promotion to partnership. In
smaller, regiong' and local law
firms, questions about the fairness
and openness of hiring practices
probably still remain, particv” wly
for lawyers of color. Other cited
research saggests potential prob-
lems for women and people of
color in attrition and eamings. The
study supplements EEO-1 analyses
with sample data and finds that
women and people of color have
lower odds of being partners than
white males.

In addition to the gains of
women and pex ' golor m their
representation among legal profes-
sionals at medium and large law
firms, the study also shows:

Between 1982 and 2002,
women receiving law degrees
increased from 33% to 48.3%,
African Americans form 4.2% to

7.2%, Hispanics from 2.3% 1o
5.7%, and Asians from 1.3% to
6.5%

Legal professionals of color are
likely to be associated with firms
in the top ten legal markets (cities),
and in firms ranked in the top 100
on the basis of prestige and/or
camings.

Law firm characteristics such as
size, number of offices, locations,
prestige and carnings mankings
eppear to have more ¢ffect on the
proportion of legal professionais of
color than the proportion of wormen
legal professionals. However, both
the proportion of women and the
proportion of people of color are
significantly higher in firms with
more offices. '

During her speech to the ABA,
Chair Dominguez also identified
the following steps that law firms
can take to merease the employ-
ment of women and people of

A greater focus on diversity in
the recruitment and hiring process;
Increased mentoring and traming
opportunties,

Addressing the pervasive problem
of attrition, especially for women
of color; Providing more manage-
ment authority at the partner level;
;and Offering family- ﬁ'icndly poli-
cies and flexible work options;

- Additionally, Chaie Dominguez -
strongly encouraged law firrs to
provide more employment opportu-
niti=s for lawyers with disabilitics.
“Misunderstandings about disabili-
ty - from concerns about the cost of
reasonable accommodations to
unfounded fears aboul performance
and reliability - have prevented
many qualified lawyers with dis-
abilities from even being consid-
ered for jobs with the legal profes-
sion,” she said.

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Stenholm Criticizes Inadquate
Funding for Veterans Health

House Approves $87 Billion
Additional War Funding,
Minus 1.3 Billion For Vets

Washington, D. C. -
Congressman Charlie
Stenhclm (TX-17) today said
he is deeply disappointed that
the Republican leadership
stripped out $1.3 billion in
emergency funding for veter-
ans’ health care from the 8§87
billion War Supplemental
Spending Bill shortly before it
was considered for final
approval late last night. The
veterans' health care spending
was added by the U. S. Senate
to help cover the $1.8 billion
gap in e Veterans
Administration’s (VA) health
care budget.

“In the budget resolution
we passed last spring, we
promised our veterans enough
money for a quality health
care system, but now that it's
time to follow through on that
promise, we're leaving them
nearly two billion dollars
short,” Stenholm said. “It'
time to live up to our promis-
es and provide the VA with
the money it needs to take
care of the men and women
who sacrificed so much to
defend our nation. Soldiers
live by the creed that no une is
left behind in the field of bat-
tle. We must make it our
creed that no veteran will be
left behind when it comes (o
how our nation repays the
debts we owe these brave men
and women. This must be our
sacred obligation as
Americans.”

Earlier this month,
Stenholm joined an over-
whelming bipartisan majority
of the U.S. House of
Representatives to express
support for the Senate provi-
sion that would add funding
for veterans’ health care (Roll
call vote 567; October 21,
2003). Despite broad support
of this provision,
Congressional negotiators

agreed to strip the funding
from the War Supplemental
Spending Bill in response to
opposition by the Bush
Administration. Bush offi-
cials had indicated thev
would recommend the
President veto the Lill if it
included the Senate provision
providing additional funding
for veterans” health care,

The Fiscal Year 2004 fed--
eral buaget promised $1.8 bil
lion more than Congress has
approved fcr veterans' health
care so far this year. That sig
nificant gap, which the
Senate prov.sion was intend-
ed to help over, means the
waiting list of veterans seek-
ing treatment will grow even
longer.

“It's easy to forget that VA
health care affects more than
older veterans, who served
our country many years ago,”
Stenholm said. “The health
care of our young veterans
who are overseas today is at
stake because when they
come home they will be our
new generation of American
veterans. Currently thou-
sands of veterans are waiting
six months or longer to see a
doctor. We have to fix this
for our current veterans and
for those right now putting
their lives on the line in Iraq.”

The VA operates the
nation’s largest health care
system, prov.Jling medical
services t0 4.9 million veter-
ans in 2003, However, the
VA healthcare system has
been chronically under-fund-
ed, resulting in long delays
for medical service.
According to the VA, as many
as 310,000 veterans are on
waiting lists for medical care,
with many of those veterans
waiting as much as six
months for an appointment.
Though resources are already
stretched thin, the VA has
proposed closing additional
hospitals and other medical
facilities in the months to

come in order to hx p close
the budget shortfalls facing
the VA health system.

Despite Stenholm’s con-
cerns that the War
Supplemental Spending Bill
shortchanges our veterans, he
voted for this legislation (Poll
call vote 601; Yeas 298 Nays
121) late last night because it
contains funds that support
our troops” hazardous duties
overseas. “l am deeply trou-
bled by the degree to which
this bill fails our veterans, but
we have (o give our men and
women in uniform the funds
they need each day they are
away from home,” Stenholm
said.

In addition, Stenholm
recently voted for H.R. 3365,
which would increase the
Military Death Gratuity for
families of troops killed in the
line of dusy form $6.000 to
$12,000. The measure also

makes the entire death gratu- ==

ity tax exempt.

“I strongly support giving
our men and women in uni-
form all the resources they
need to do their jobs,”
Stenholm said, “but we also
must take care of our soldiers’
families if tragedy strikes We
owe it to our men and women
in uniform to look out for
their families when they no
longer can.”

The death gratuity is only
one portion of the multilayer
benefit package available to
soldiers” families. The death
gratuity is a lump sum pay-
ment intended to provide cash
quickly to a service member's
survivors in order to help
them meet immediate needs.
It is payable to the surviving
spouse of the service member,
or to the children of the ser-
vice member in equal shares if
there is no spouse.

H.R. 3365 received unani-
mous approval by the House
of Representatives. It now is
up to the U. S. Senate to con-
sider ssmilar legislation.

The world has changed and so has
higher education, It still nas in

, place the mechanism for achieving

its goals, but the social and academ-

ic climate have become more hos-
tile for the average American youth,

One of the greatest obstacles to
getling m;ls? ediication is the
mongtary cost. Most students have
to plan way ahead to search out
scholarships and grants to help to
foster their education. Many stu-
dents have to resort 1o educational
loans to achieve their goals.
Students may expect to borrow an
average of $12,000, per year for
fuition, room and board, books, etc,
if they reside on a college campus,
Once over the mongctary obstacle,
students must be prepared to try to
learn what is offered to them in
large rooms with large impersonal
classes, ofter with a professor or
instructor who does not sp2ak
English very well. Some will make
an eidfort to give written assign-
ments which can be followed easily
and others will not bother to do so.
Too often, they will not meet their
classes and give their students long
reading assignments and only
schedule dates for course tests.

When students are expected to
pass a test when they have not been
given any instructions except to
read or write or do some research
project, it is often the kind of situa-
tions where students engage in
some wiy {0 cheat in order to pass
the classes. Instead of learming how
to be honest and mora'ly mature,
they learn how to ‘get over”

Too often, leaming how to ‘get
over’ becomes the way of life for
many students. They ‘get over” aca-
demically and then they master the
social scenc. Students who attempt
to honestly learn their subject mat-
ter and follow school rules and reg-
ulations are ofien abused by their
fellow ‘getting over' schoolmates.
They put these normal, regular stu-
dents on absurd and weird lists as
campus freaks and post them in
conspicuous places because they do
not buy into the illegal, immoral
and often dangerous activities
which are present on 0o many cal-
lege campuses,

On the other side of the coin,
there will oe professors and instruc-
tors who will go out of their way to
have time and take time (o try to
help students become all that they
can be They, o often are the target
of disrespect and abuse by those
who “get over.” Aside from abusing
instructors, these students are the
bearers of Il will towand other col-
legen. They create and maiutiin bit-
ter rivalnes which 1o often result
in the destruction of property and
lives. It 1s tme that colleves get “in
cingue’ and take inventory of the
clements which exist an
that mar the social mentsl and aca-
demsic climates of institutions of
higher leaming.
