“Dr. Esperat continually focuses
on addressing health disparities
whether it 17 with research or prac-
tice programs,”’ Green said. "“This
new professorship is a wonderful
opportunity to invest in the growth
of a health disparities component at
the Health Sciences Center,"”

M, Roy Wilson, M.1).,, M.S,,
president of the Health Sciences
Center, said investments in basic
and clinical research and in medical
education have resulted in unprece-
dented improvements in the lives of
Amencans

“A 2lst century challenge
emerging from these achievements
i$ basic fairness: that alt Americans
shoukd bemefit from advanues in
medical technologies and health
care,” Wilson said. “The egalitarian
principle would hold that none
should be lett behind - not the elder-
ly, not those living in rural commu-
nities, not those of different racial or
ethnic backgrounds.

“As an academic health sci-
ences center geographically located
in an area that is increasingly elder-
ly, increasingly Hispanic and pre-
dominantly rural, we must confront
the reality of health disparities in
these populations head-on.”
