Leaders Paved My Way

President Addresses Association On Its 100th Anniversary

New York (CRS) -~
President Barack Obama on
Thursday, July 16, 2009, traced
his historiv rise to power to the
vigor and valor of black civil
rights leaders, telling the
NAACP that the sacrifice o.
others "began the joumey that
bas ied me here,” The nation's
first black president bluntly
warned, though, that racial bar-
riers persist.

"Make no mistake: The pain
of discrimination is still f ™ in
America," the president said in
honoring the organization's
100th convention.

Painting himself as the bene-
ficiary of the NAACP's work,
Obama cited historical figures
from WEB. DuBois to
Thurgood Marshall to explain
how the path to the presidency
was cleared by visionaries.

Obama's remadks, steeped in
his personal biography as the
son of a white mother from
Kansas and black father from
Kenya, challenged the audience
~— those in the room and those
beyond — to take greater
responsibility for their own
future. He told parents to take a
more active role and residents to
pay better attention to their
schools.
< -Rousing up a friendly crowd,
Obama made his first speech so
direc'ly linked with race since
he took office; the White House
savs he worked on it for about
two weeks. Implicit in his
appearance: He is seeking the
backing of the powerful
NAACP and its members for his
ambitions domestic agenda,

The president said that in the
current down economy, blacks
are suffering high unemploy-
ment and are afflicted with raore
discases but are less likely to
own health insurance. He said
“qat the African-American child
is about five times as likely as a
white child to be sent to jail.

Obama touted education as
essential to improving the lives
of all children. He said the state
of schools is an American prob-
lem, not an African-American
one.

"You know what I'm talking
about. There's a reason the story
of the civil rights movement was
waitten in our schools, There's a
reason Thurgood Marshall ook
up the cause of Linda Brown.
There's a reason the Little Rock
Nine defied a govemor and a
mob,"” Obama said. "It's because
there is p~ stronger weapon
aguinst inequality and no better
path to opportunity than an edu-
cation that can unlock a child's

God-given potential ”

"We have to say to our chal-
dren, "Yes, if you're African-
American, the odds of growing
up amid crime and gangs are
higher. Yes, if you live in a poor
neighbothood, you will face
challenges that someone in o
wealthy suburb does not"™
Obama said, returning to his
tough-love message familiac
from his two-year presidential
campaign.

"But that's not a reasor o get
bad grades, that's not a reason tuv
cut class, that's not a reason to
give up on your education and
drop out of school," he said. "No
one has written your de-tiny for
you. Your destiny is in your
hands and don't you forget that."

Obama exparded his mes-
sage of equal rights beynnd the
black communities. He said
many Americans still face dis-
crimination,

Racism, he said, is felt "by
African-American women paid
less for doing the same work as
colleagues of a different color
and gender. By Latinos made to
feel unwelcome in their own
country. By Muslim Americans

viewed with suspicion for sim-

ply kneeling down to pray. By
our gay brothers and sisters, still
taunted, still auacked, still
denied their nghts."

Obama also pressed for
NAACP members to encourage
their young people to find new
role models beyond sports or
music.

"I want them asp.ring o be
scientists and engineers, doctors
and teachers, not just batlers and
rappers,” Obama said. "1 want
them aspining to be a Supreme
“ourt justice. T want them aspir-
ing to be president of the United
States.”

To bolster his argument that
it's within their reach, he cited
his own biography, growing up
with a single mother.

"I don't come from™a lot of
wealth. 1 got into my share of
trouble as a kid. My life could
casily have taken a tumn for the
worse. But that mother of ming
gave me love; she pushed me,
and carcd about my education;
ghe took no lip and taught me

_right from wrong," Obaraa said.
“Because of he:. [ had a chance

to make the most of my abilities,
I had the chance 1o make the
most of my opportunities. | had
the chance to make the most of
life."

The banguet was sold out as
6,000 people expected to hear
Obama speak Thursday night in
what organizers are billing as
his first address 1o black
America as president. reports
CBS siation WCBS-TV in New
York.

The Rev. Al Sharpton was
expected to also be in the sudi-
ence, reports WCBS,

"One of the dreams of the
founding fathers and moers of
the NAACP was that we have
equal scoes. to the ballot and by
getting that we elected and
African American president
some would say ironically |
would say providentially on
their 100th year," Sharpton told
WCBS before s eveat.

Sharpton stid his heaft will
be full as he watches the presl-
demt.

things that happen in reality.”

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Walter Cronkite's passing: A death
in everyone's family

be hard to fathom, as is the con-
cept of a large part of the popu-
lation being happy to get their
news from just one, generally
loved figure. They have no ref-

erence  point  for. Walter
Cronkite, who died Friday at 92,
because his kind, rare enough in
his heyday, does not exist any-
more.

So they just have 1o take it on
faith when we tell them that few
TV figures have ever had as
much power as Cronkite did at
his beight — and even_fewer
have used it as carefully, For
nearly two decades, from 1962
to 1981, he was the anchor-chair
voice of the CBS Evening
News, and for most of that
stretch, he was the predominant
news voice in America. But it
was & calm voice, warm, dispas-
sionate and apolitical. A voice
that informed, and sometimes
soothed, but never inflamed.

That's why we called him
"uncle," and why a decade after
be left the air, polls still named
him "the most trusted man in
America."

Natural abilities had muCh to
do with his success, but it also
helped that he was in the right
place at the right ume with the
right background. Cronkite was
a well-regarded print war
reporter who moved to TV in

1950, just as CBS was begin- &

ning to put its team in place. He
quickly rose at the organization
-~ the term "anchorman" was
zoined for him when he served
as the lead reporter at the 1952
convention — and was perfectly
placed to grow with the medium
just as the medium was growing
into a2 major force.

The *60s and '70s were plush
times for the three broadcast
networks, who pretty much had
TV to themselves. And at CBS
at least, the network responded
by treating the news division as
a well-funded public wust. In
tumn, Cronkite did everything he
could to make sure our trust was
Justified,

Compared to newscasters
today, what's most remarkable
about Cronkite is not so much
what he did as what he didn't do.
He 'didn't appear on 10 broad-
casts a day, chattering about
everything from the lates: polit-
ical scandal to the newest big-
screen blockbuster, He was a
newsman, not 8 personality, who
rarely made the talk show cir-
cuit. He kept his opinions to
himself — and, generally, him-
self to himself.

In Cronkite's eyes, his job
was to tell us the news, not what
he thought about the news, and
10 tell us what people did, not
what he thought they might do
or why they might do it. For
most of that 20-year stretch, we
knew littie about his personal
opinians beyond his love of the
space program, on that subject,

he was a 2ealot. But there

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During ‘Immunization Awareress Month,’
Neonatal care and vaccination go hand in hand

At first glance, the numbers
ars dispiniting: African
Amenicans have 2.3-times the
mfan. mortality rate as non-
Hispsnic white Americans.
They are Tour-times as lkely to
die of complications related to
low birth weipht s Caucasian
infants.

These statistics from the
Office of Mmority Health paint
d bleak picture, one that is fur-
ther reinforced by the fact that
African American mothers are
2.6-times more likely than
Caucasian mothers to begin pre-
natal care late or not at all

With that in mind, it's time
for a dose of encouragement.
Let the change begin in August
during National Immumization
Awareness Month,

What do infant mortality and
immunization have in common?
A lot, in fact. Neonatal care
begins well before a baby is
bom and helps to ensure that an
mfant it born  healthy,
Immunization begins during a
baby's first montus and ensures
that = child remains healthy.
Failure to receive either e.fec-
tive neonatal care or early
immunization can go a long way
toward contributing to infant
and early-childhood mortality,

Sadly, African Americans
with lower incomes lag behid
when it comes 10 immunization”
as well, A recent survey from
the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) National
Lonmunization found ihat only
739 percent of African
American children received a

complete series of recommeid-
ed vaccinations compared with
77.4 percent of Hispanic chil-
dren and 779 percert of
Caucasian children.

The CDC explained the dis-
parity this way: Children who
live below the povesty level are
less Hkely to be vaocinated than
children who live at or above thes
poverty level. Because a sub-
stantial percentage of black chil-
dren live below the noverty
level, coverage for black chil-
dren overall is low compared
with white children.

The CDC's recommended
immurization schedule for chil-
dren aged birth through six
years sugg.sts timely vaccina-
tion against hepatitis A and B,
diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis,
polio, measles-mumps-rubella
and other potentially sesious or
deadly diseases is essential. The
schedufe, which all parents
should study, may be fund at:

ATLANTA, Georgis (CNN) -

« Boris Kodfoe owns & mansion
in Atlanta. But when he goes to
answer his doot, the black actor
knows what it's like to be 91 out-
cust.

for starring in Showtime's "Soul
Food."

It's a fecling some African-
Americans say s all 100 com-
mon, even to this day in
America: No matter your stdus
or prominence in soviety, you're
still typecast. That's why the
recent arrest o1 Henry Louis
Gates Jr, one of the nation's
most  prominent  African-
American scholars, has stirred
outrage and debate.

Jelani Cobb, an author and
professor at Spelman College in
Atlanta, spys it's troubling on
any lévels when "one of the
most recognizable African-
Americans in the country can be
arregfed in his own home and
hmjto Justify being in his own
ho

happen to him, yesh, it can
happen to any of us."

*That's a sentiment echoed by
Jimi lzragpl. "If a mild-man-
nered, bespectacled Ivy League
professor who walks with a cane
can be pulled from his own
home and urrested on a minor
charge, the rest of us don't stand
a chance,” Izrael wrcte Tuesday
on The Root, an online maga-
zine with commentary from a
variety of black perspectives
that's co-founded by Gates.

"We all fit a description. We
are all suspects.”

In an interview with The
Root, Gates said he was out-
raged by the incident and hopns
to use the experience as a teach-
ing tool, including a possible
PBS special on racial profiling.

"I can't believe that an indi-
vidual policeman on the
Cambridge police force would
treat any African-American
male this way, and I am aston-
ished that this happened to me:;

Gates was arrested last
Thursday in hroad daylight at
his Cambndge Massachusetts,
home for disorderly conduct -
what the amesting officer
described as "loud and tumul-
tuous behavior in a public
space.”" The charge was dropped
Tuesday on the recommendation
of police, and the city of
Cambridge issued a statement
caliing the inciden. "regrettable
and unfortunate.”

Gates had just returned from
a trip to China when a police
officer responded to a call about
a potential break-in at his home
that was phoned in by a white
woman, According to the police
report, Gates was in the foyer
when the officer arrived.

The officer asked Gates to
"stcp out omtd the porch and
speak with me," the report says.
"[Gates] replied, ‘No, I will not.'
He then demanded to know who

" T was, I told him that | was 'Sgt.

Crowley from the Cambridge
Police' and that I was 'investi-
gating a repoit of a break in
progress' at the residence.

"While T was nsking thig
statement, Gates opened the
front door and exclaimed, "Why,
because I'm a biack man in
America?' *

According to the report,
Gates initially refused to show
the officer his rtdentification,
instead asking for the officer’s
ID. But Gates eventuaily did
show the officer his identifice-
tion that included his home
address.

"The police report says | was
engaged in loud and tumultuous
behavior. That's a joke," Gates
told The Root. "It escalated as
follows: T kept saying to him,
‘What is your name, and what is
your badge number? and he
refused to respond. I asked him
three times, and he refuse to
respond. And then | said, "You're
not responding because I'm a
black man, and you're a white
officer.”

Known as Skip by friends
and colleagues, Gates is the
director of the W.E.B. Du Bois
Institute for African and
African-Amencan Research at
Harvard University, and an
acelaimed PBS documentarian.

While Gates' arrest lit up talk
radio and blogs, it prompted
others to defend the police
against charges of racial profil-
ing.
