Black Press

Here, for your reading, is ar.other writer's view on
the importance and history of the Black Press, by
Solomon J. Herbert in the March, 1986 issue of Focus

Rochester where the paper was published. Despite
having his home and papers burned, Douglass
continued his relentless fight against injustice without
missing a step. According to Emery's "Press in
America,” “the spunky character of the paper and its
literary quality we-e both se high'that it survived
financial difficulties and rocéafﬂnr‘ wm ynism, "

But even Douglass could “overcome the
constant drain on his resources, brought about by
trying to keep the paper afloat in-a sea of turmoil.
After merging with another paper in 1851, and
renaming his weekly Frederick. Louglass’ Paper
that same year, Douglass was finally forced to
suspend publication by the mik 1860s.,Over the next
three years he published a monthly abolitionist
magazine entitied Douglass’ Morithly, aimed at a
British readership, whose support he hoped to enlist
on behalf of the Northern Wiir cause, 2%

Unfortunately, Douglass’ publishing days were

red. After several editorial positions with other
newspapers, Douglass devoted his writing skills to
completing the last two volumes of his biography.
"My Bondage and My Freedom” was finished by
Douglass in 1853, and "Life and Times of Frederick
Douglass” in 1878. The first volume, "Narrative of
the Life of Frederick Douglass” had been
published in the early 1840s. Douglass died in 1885 at
the age of 78.

Though he considered himself more of an educator
and writer than a journalist, W. E. B. DuBois ranks
right along with Frederick Douglass as one of the
major figures in the history of the black press. Shortly
after the turn of the century, DuBois became a
militant apostle of protest, dedicated to rescuing the

black race from the devastating effects of racism and

discriminatifh’s Co% 5 S Al R

As an executive with N.A. A C.P. from 1910
thu 1934, he rose to prominence and fame through his
tireless efforts on behalf of black America, and
through his editorial leadership of The Crisis, the
organization’s magazine, which he also founded.
DuBois was quotcd as saying his object at the
magazine was to "set forth those facts and arguments
which show the danger of race prejudice, particularly
as manifested today towards colored people.”
Following the lead of those early pioneers like
Russwurrn and Cornish, DuBois’ scratching editorials
attacked inflamatory issues like the concept being put
forth at the time the blacks were mentally inferior to
whites, and focused attention on timely subject like

the wartime discrimination against black soldiers,
race riots and lynchings after W. W. I, the KKK, and
the black rights in the areas of voting, efucation and
housing.

After leaving The Crisis, which during its heyday
had a circulation of over 100,000, DuBois was
