Southw=2st Lubbock
Rhetoric

A curious kind of thing is happening in the current
discussion of high school football in Lubbock, the
status ol Dunbar-Struggs, and related topics. Tha
safmme curious thing has happencd before. It ‘rst
surfaced during the eight-year battle in the federal
courts ‘0 yet a single-member district ci'
systen in Lubbock.

It is this: when the southwest '.ubbock White
majority takes a position, or wants something cone,
that prsition or that something is branded “What’s
Good for All Lubbock.” But when a Black or Brown
interest or need is expressed, or indeed any interest or
need from a part of the city other than the southwest,
itis calied (by the White southwest Lubbock majority)
“Ward Politics.” Now why is that?

Why is it that somethir.g White southwest Lubbock
wans is always “for the good of the whole city,” but
what we want is always “Ward Politics?” The position
of a cabinet member of the Eisenhower administration
who once sad, “What's good for General Motors is
good for the country.” That mzn had come from
General Motors before joining the cabinet, so it w: 3
riot hard to see where his ideas came from

In the same way, Lubback’s White majority say -,
"What's aood for White southwest Lubbock is jood

‘for the ?ole city.” Well, it isn't necessarily so, friends.

And it $besn’t work the other way, either; what’s good
for east Lubbock may ..ot necessarily be best .or the
whole city. Individual choices and evaluations have to
be made in each particular case.

Our readers will remember the Avalanche:
Journal's two editors darkly preclaiming, during the
single member district case, that Lubbock would
bec ome another Chicago, and ward politics would do
us all in, if we won our cave. Nonsense. Notlung like
that has happened. Lubbock we 7't become Chicagn
because Lubbock isn't Chicago. Chicago’s troubles
don't stem primatily from the word sustem, but from

scheme of electing
there.

Furthermore, as long as Lubbock had an all- wnite
city council, the government of the whele city was
conducted on the basis of 100% rotal ward politics,
and the “ward” that ran everytiing was southwest
Lubbock. "1he entire city was the southwest Lubbock
"ward,” as far as priorities and benfits were
conce'ned. We had the worst of wide-open “ward
politics” under the at-large syster., as we all know.
And during that unhuppy period, we were all told not
to worry, because any decision made by the all-white
at-lerge city counci would always be in the best
interests of the whaole city. Anybody who believes 'nat
still believes in the tooth fairy.

No, what ‘e are seeing .ow is not "ward politics™ af
all. What we are seeing is representative American
municipal government. The fairly elected
representaiives o! the people in eack. district of the
city are doing their best tc listen and respond tc the
concems of the people of thuir espective districts. So
far, they are all doing this with the interests of the city
as a who'e in mind, to judge from what wa. have seen.
That's American government at its. best, not “ward
politics.”

There is one more red herit.g in all of this, however.
It also surfaced in the trial of the single-member
district case,

What is it? it is the phony argument that a city
council member can only be concerned with city
councll matters, not with anything happening in the
Lubbock schools. And, so the arguméni goes, 3
schooi board nember can only be concerned with
school board business, not with anything else that
takes place in the communily as a whole. Not at all.
Every elected official is necessanly concerned, in a
general way, with all matiers of importance in his or
her community. What happens in the city as a whole
certainly affects the school system, and it works the
other way around as well

If a specific example is needed, consider the
Thompson Junior High School matter, Several years
ago, the school board persuaded the city to run a
hurry-up fire inspection, and as aresult the Thumpson
schiool was declared an instant “fire trap.” Even the
Avclanche-Journal editors didnt helieve that at the
time! They wroie several editorials queshoning
whether this was truly an independent! investigation
and inspection by the city Fire Department, or a
special inspection at the request of the schogl board
What had happenea, obuiously, was that the city was
giving the school board u hand ona matter of concern
to both eéntities. That's not a particulorly good
example of the way the school board ought to do
busiriess, but at least it shows that those here whe
argue that each governmental entily is entirely
separate and apart from all the others are making a
phony argument. The city is very interested in whal is

All good citizens
are vitally interested in both city government and the

The most interestingirony in all of this is tht .Ae very
neaple in Lubbock who raise the “ward pclitics”
arqument are, themselues, the ones who are typical
of the worst aspects of the wrong king of “ward
politics.”

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An Appropriate
LISD Response

The Lubbock Independent School District (LiSD)
has made an appropriate résponse to the conceins
expressed in outedito-ial of December 18, 1986
regarding the committee of five white men appointed
to look into the high school footbal! situation here.
C'osely relatcd to that editorial were ous other
editorials and comments in racent weeks about the
general situetion of Dunbar-Struggs, the disturbing
possibility that it might be closed, and the needs of
young people in the Lubbock community that can
only bz served by the continued existence and vitality
of Dunbar-Struggs

We feel that we have been he.rd, in this instance,
and that there is a new and more Jiccurate
understanding of the role played by Dunbar-Struggs.
LISD President Boren is to be commended ~r his
willingness to listen, and to make corrections where
they o+ 3 needed, so that the needs and interests of
Lubbock's high scheol and junior high students are
not simply buried under a rush to prodice some
winning football teams for the schools in southwest
Lubbock,

As we said in these pages, football can be a good
thing when it is handled properly and legally, but it is
distinctly secondary to the main concerns and
purposes ol a school system. One has only to look at
Southern Methodist Uriversity for anexample of how
a distorted and unlawful approach to a football
program can undermine the functioning of a school,
and even the football program itself in the long run.

It is of some satisfaction to us that the Southwest
Digest'spoke out clearly on this issue, and was heard.
On the other hand, it i§ distressing that the other
media in Lubbock, inc.uding the daily newspaper, just

_m®ed the story both as a news ifem and also os a

matter of community significance. That ruzzles us.

Apparently the holdovers from the old generation
days are still very much with us, although in a more
subconscious way. What 4o we mean by that? Well,
simply that cll too often the majority race in
Lubbock’s governing bodies thinks and acit as if
Black and Browns didn't exist. There is a subtle kind
of nerhaps unconccious racism which tends to identify
the needs of the White race, and then prrceed as
though those needs are identical to those o! the Black
and Brown communities This football natter is a
classic example.

The thinking goes like this: “What dc we (meaning
southwest, White Lubbock) need? Wry, more
winning football teams, 'Yhat's the answer? The
answer is to juggle around the whole school system, in
whatever ways are necessary, to get good fooiball
plavers into | ibbock’s southwest, predominantly
white high schools and junior high schools.” That's the
kind of thinking we ob ect fo.

The concerns of Blacks ard Browns are not even
taken in.2 consideration at all, in such an approach.
The federal court desegregatior. plan, and the reasons
why that nlan had ‘o be pul into place by a federal
cour! order, are not even considered except as they
affect which football players get assigred to what
schmols.

It is astonishing to us that in a school district being
desegregatea by federal court orders, and in a city
where an eightyear fedzral court battle was
necessary in order to win a single-member district
system so that minority candidates could have fair
and legal oppc rtupity for election 10 the city council,
anc where the local media have couered every aspect
of both of those cases fi om the beginning, not asingle

Not only were the member of the school board
insensitive on tne matter, but also the wenerally fine
professionals that make up Lubbock’s journal.tic
community. This just wasn’t news to them.

In any event, changes are being made. We were
listened to, and our message was undarstoon to some
degree. But it should be clear from this incigent tht a
strong Black free press is essential in *he Lubbock
community. Sometimes, aud this LISD matter is a
perfect example of it, our voice is not goir to be
heard unless it is heard through our Black press. The
Southwest Digest is needed in Lubbock, because i*

will speak out when all the other media are silent on a
critical issue,

Justice Department ’llgnores Legislation, Enforces Laws

According

In 1982, Section 2 of de Voring Righis Act was added
o Section § to overturn the intent provision, vhich was
upheld in the Mobile, Alabama case, that intent had to be
preved in discrimination cases. Section 2 provides a result
test i election law changes.

In August. 1986, Assisant Atomey Generyl William
Brudford Reynolds stited that for the past twelve nonths,
the Justice Department his refused 1o comsider whether
proposed voting chunge has a discriminatory rosalt. He con-

. tinued that the Depurtment will only consider whether the

chnngc waus prompted by a discriminatory intent or causes
wiinorilies in the community 10 retrogress or move back-
ward. Thix type of action wml-d set lhe “/oting Rights Act
back 10 pre-1982.

In October, six major cwvil rights yhupa and & biparusan
group of House and Senate members, including Senate M-
jority Leader Robert Do's anc House Judiciary Commitee
Chairmas. Peter Rudino, wrote Attorney Gereral Edwin

‘Meese asking him 10 make clear that the U.S. Departnent
. of Justice will object 10 proposed lection law changes,

In their letter, the members of Congress stated that they
are concerned about the Justice Department's interpretstion
of Section § of Ce Voting Rights Act. They said, **Con-
gress' intent when il pagsed the 1982 extension w as clear:
the Departmert should, in no case, preclear changes that
violale Section 2. Until now, the Admmistration has adhered
to the position that if a voting law change covered by Sec-
tion 5 violuies the Section 2 results test, & Section S objec-
tion should be lodged.

The Lawyers” Commitee for Civd Rights Under Law,
American Civil Liberties Unian. NAACP, NAACP Legal
Defense and Educational Fund, League of Women Voters
Education Fund, and the Mexican American Legal Defense
and Educational Fund, in # lotter 1o Mr. Meese, exoressad
grave concermn over Brad Reynold's proposal for a new stan-
dard for enforcement of Section 5 of the Voting Righes Act.
Section 5 requires jurisdictions that hiswrically discriminate,
o submit al' changes in election laws and procedures o the
Jusice Deparument for preclearance review.

The Ciyil Rights groups’ letier relative 1o Section S said,

*“This Section has been und continues 10 be crucial in preven-
ting these jurisdictions from reestablishing discriminatory
election procedures. Time and again it has prevented such
changes from beimg imposed on citizens who lack the funds
mwmmmumm
under Section 2 of the Act,™’

o Its Own Interpretaiion

Department of its interpretation ol Section 5 by approving
at-large elections in some covered jurisdictions. and in
August it ook the unnrecedented step of filing a Section
2 lawsuit chatlenging the change the Deparvment had just
precleared. This was a cleer violation of the legisiative
history of the Voting Rights Act, The letter ended by say-
ing, “"We cull on you (Mr. Mecese) ta direct Mr. Reynokds
publicly and promputy W rescind any directive, formal or
informal, which apply s divierent .nd lesser standad 1o Sec-
ton § of the Voung Rights Act.™
The American Civil Liberties Union, representing Black
citizens of Plaquermines. Parish of Louisiana. has asked he
Justice D partment 10 et aside the recent September elec-
tion because of its history of racial discrimination. The Parish
is required by the Voting Rights Act 10 show that any elec-
toral changes do not dilute minority voting strength,
The cumplaint catalogues examples of pervasive Las in
ines: Black and White amployees at the parish hos-
pital were served food from separs’s containers in 1980,
Some federally funded prog-ams for the poor were not pro-
vided, for fear they would help Blacks, Placks are discrim-
inaled against in empbymml and in fire protection and
sani'ation and other services. A *"Nigger Appli-ation of
Employmer ;™" was circulated in 1986 after Blacks urged ac-
tion on unemployment. Thé :ation asked applicants
list marital status: Shacked up, Common-Law, Engaged to
mgger of same sex; Wine preference; Income: Thefts,
Reliefs, Unemployments; Birthplace: Coton Patch, Sool
Table, Zoo, Alley; Childhood Disease: Gonorrhea,
Syphilhs, Others' and many other uwulling questions.
The Civil Rights izations have filed Voting Rights
violations complaints with the Justice Department for several
counties in Georgia, South Carolina and Louisiana.
These Civil Rights groups take strong opposition 1o the
Justice Deparunent’s proposals that Section 5 preclearance
pmcuhlu incorporate Section 2 standards.
