Bidal Aguero

New Award Will Recognize
Community Activist

On Thursday, November 6,
2014, El Editor Publisher Olga
Aguero and Abel Cruz an-
nounced. the.creation of a new
award designed to recognize in-
dividuals who, through their
community involvement and ac-
tivism, have demonstrated their
commitment to advocating for
civil rights.

The award will be known as
The Bidal Aguero Justicia
Award. Mr. Aguero was the
founding publisher of El Editor,
Texas’ oldest Hispanic owned
newspaper, up until his death on
November 3, 2009.

The announcement was made
at a reception held at the Bobbie
Gean & T.J. Patterson Library in
Lubbock, Texas to commemo-
rate the Sth anniversary of Mr.
Aguero’s passing. It was at-
tended by his family and close
personal friends of Mr. Aguero.
The co-founders of the award
outlined three objectives the
award will symbolize:

I. The award will convey the
message that the recipient of the
award has built upon the founda-
tion of the body of work that
Bidal Aguero left behind.

2. The award will also recog-
nize the value of his work, his
struggles, his acceptance of his
responsibility to his community,
and his willingness to sacrifice
for his community.

3. The award will serve as a
symbol to present and future
generations that Bidal Aguero's
contributions to society made a
difference to the Chicano com-
munity and the city of Lubbock.
Mr. Aguero started El Editor in

October of 1977. Through the
newspaper and his direct com-
munity involvement, he im-
pacted-many other areas of the
Hispanic community and the
city of Lubbock. He was a pub-
lisher, book author, playwright,
musician, and businessman. He
was a co-founder of Lubbock’s
first and only Hispanic Chamber
of Commerce, known as
COMA.

He held a Bachelors degree
from Texas Tech University and
his Masters from the University
of Wisconsin in Whitewater,
Wisconsin.

He was also one of the origi-
nal members of “Los Premiers”,
often referred to as “pioneers of
Chicano music”. The group’s
name is inscribed on the West
Texas Walk of Fame.

The first recipient of the award
will be selected in 2015. The re-
quirements and qualifications
for the nominees will be released
at a later date.

“As co-founders of the award,
we are confident that Bidal's im-
pact on the Chicano/Hispanic
community and the city of Lub-
bock, affirms our decision to
name an award in his honor. His
documented history and accom-
plishments, are proof that he
dedicated his life to advocating
for civic, political, legal, eco-
nomic, and moral justice.”

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Black Friday has just passed
and we are looking at Cyber
Monday, the day to shop online.
Frankly, it appears that Black
Friday is really not a good name
for the shopping day which was
prefaced with Gray Thursday
which began at 6:00 P.M. on the
day before Black Friday. It
seems to me and some other
thoughtful people, that the items
touted as bargains are items
made especially for the special
date sales. Aside from that,
many of these items are the last
item of its kind being manufac-
tured. Is that why it is called
Black Friday; a connotation
which in its origin had some-
thing to do with the exchange
and purchase of slaves on a par-
ticular day?

Is 1t strange that this year,
2014, that across the United
States, that protests were being
held on Gray Thursday, Black
Friday and some even planned
to make state capitols their des-
tination on Cyber Monday? It
did not all begin in Ferguson,
Missouri. Police brutality has
been a staple in the United States
for centuries. It is just at this
time when so many deaths have
occurred in a very short time that
it has gained the attention of
people in this country who feel
that we have had enough. It is
said that the United Nations has
cited that police brutality in the
United States needs to be looked
into. Most Americans, especially
Black Americans agree.

Certainly, it is hoped that Dar-
ren Wilson's resignation, the Fer-
guson policeman who killed the
unarmed teen Michael Brown,
will bring some hope and peace
to the neighborhood and to the
country. As quiet as it is kept,
the circumstances surrounding
his resignation and the fact that
he will not receive a severance
package, remains to be seen or
not seen. We only have the infor-
mation which is given to us by
the powers that be, but we do not
know what speculations and
course of action will follow this
gesture. We heartily pray that it
will be good.

The violence which has fol-
lowed the actions of the city of
Ferguson and the grand jury as
well as Wilson's retirement will
long be remembered in the an-
nals of Black history. Many of
us feel that the violence was un-
necessary, as there are many
other ways to calm unjust situa-
tions without destroying the
neighborhood in which one
lives. Perhaps one day we will
think before we act and make
our plans positive rather than
negative.

From all indications, there is
still the chance that Darren Wil-
son can be charged with some
crimes as there was no protocol
followed by him or the Ferguson
police department after he killed
Michael Brown. As for that mat-
ter, the whole Ferguson police
force may be under scrutiny and

Texas Legislative Black Caucus Issues Statement on Ferguson

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10 Reasons Why We Will Miss Marion Barry,
Former Mayor of Washington DC

Marion Barry

Washington, DC — Marion
Barry Jr., a civil rights activist
who served four times as mayor
of Washington, D.C., recently
died at the age of 78 years old.

-He had been in and out of the

hospital, battling several ill-
nesses including prostate cancer
and complications from a recent
kidney transplant.

Barry, who was both well-re-
spected and well-loved by the
Black community, is survived by

his fourth wife, Cora Masters,
and his son, Marion Christopher
Barry.

Here are 10 reasons why we
will never forget him:

#1 — In 1972, in response to
the blaxploitation film Super
Fly, Barry formed a protest
group named Blacks Against
Narcotics and  Genocide
(BANG) saying the film was
harmful to black youth because
it glorified drug abuse.

#2 — In 1972, as president of
the Washington DC Board of
Education, Barry advocated for
a larger budget for education and
raises for teachers. He also sup-
ported the appointment of Bar-
bara Sizemore as the city’s first
female school superintendent.

#3 — Although he was shot
and nearly killed in 1977 by a
group of radical Hanafi Mus-
lims, Barry did not give up in

Canceled Due To Low Ratings and High Costs

Nationwide — The Queen
Latifah Show, which has aired
for two seasons on CBS and
stars Queen Latifah herself as
talk show host, has officially
been canceled by Sony Pictures
Television. A representative
from the company said the show
has been axed due to low ratings
and high costs.

Reportedly, production will

commented, “I don’t think it’s
haunting.

He says next that Brown, who
was 6-foot-3, nearly 300-pound,
walked over to his police vehi-
cle, pushed the door back as he
was trying to get out, and
reached inside as if he were try-
ing to get hold of his gun.

Wilson continued, “As I
looked back at him, punches
started flying. He threw the first
one and hit me in the left side of
my face.”

He said he was unaware of
how many times he got punched.
“I just know there was a barrage
of swinging and grabbing and
pulling for about 10 seconds,”
he said. “I reached out my win-
dow with my right hand to grab
on to his forearm.”

He continued, “I just felt the
immense power that he had. And
then the way I've described it is,
it was like a S-year-old holding
onto Hulk Hogan. That’s just
how big this man was. He was
very large, very powerful man.”
~ Wilson, who is said to be fu-
eling the fire by doing televised
interviews, told Stephanopoulos
he would have acted the same
way if circumstances were re-
peated. He also added that he
was sorry that Brown’s parents
lost their son.
