I have been watching the sta-
tistics regarding Obesity and 
Type 2 Diabetes. There seems to 
be a correlation between the two 
ailments. I am calling them ail-
ments because it appears that 
they are two physical problems 
which could be prevented if the 
proper knowledge regarding nu-
trition had been available at an 
earlier time, as well as the gen-
erational possibility to fall prey 
to these ailments.

Throughout the glorious years 
of our marriage, the Gracious 
Mistress of the Parsonage and 
Yours Truly has had few dis-
agreements. I suppose I could 
count them all on my one hand, 
but I am not sure if it is my right 
hand or my left hand so I will 
just leave it at that. 

I hear, of course, of many cou-
ples who do nothing but bicker 
and fight from morning till 
night. I have always wondered 
what the purpose of all that was 
and what it ever accomplished. I 
think there is a better way to live 
together. 

There are several phrases I 
have memorized and used 
throughout the years of our mar-
riage that has kept me in good 
standing. 

"Yes, dear." "You're right, 
dear." "I'll do it right away, 
dear." 

I have found that if I include 
the word "dear," with all of my 
responses it fares better for me. 

Of course, I am the kind of 
person that does not-have to be 
right all the time, which makes 
me the perfect husband. Admit-
ting you are wrong, even if you 
do not think you are, is really not 
the end of the world. In fact, it 
may be the beginning of a bright 
new world. 

I said "few disagreements," 
and I need to explain what I 
meant by that. 

The major disagreements that 
my wife and I have had through-
out the years can be boiled down 
into one phrase, "It's a mess." 
Usually, actually all the time this 
phrase is being used, it is com-
ing from the lips of my wife. 

Our disagreement is in the 
definition of "mess." She has 
one definition and I have another 
definition, and the twain shall 
never meet. Mark my words on 
that. 

If you would come into our 
home, you will discover that 
every room in the house is well  

organized and very neat. Well, 
not every room. The one, room 
that does not come up to that cri-
terion is the room in which 1 oc-
cupy.

If it was her mess she would un-
derstand it and be comforted by 
it. 

My wife is of the idea that or-
ganization has to do with numer-
ical or alphabetical order. Now 
that works for some people, I 
suppose. But, as I keep telling 
her, that ismitt, the only circus in 
town! I cannot tell how many 
times something new has devel-
oped in my thinking while I was 
searching for something I could 
not really find. That is the genius 
of a messologist. 

Some people, like my wife, 
like to go from 1 to 2 to 3 to 4; 
or, A to B to C to D all the way 
to Z. To a normal person, and I 
am guessing my wife is normal, 
that makes a lot of sense. But to 
a messologist, that kind of think-
ing is rather confusing. 

What I want to know is, what 
do you do when you come to the 
end of the alphabet? Where do 
you go from there? Then, it is 
rather important that you have 
the alphabet in alphabetical 
order.

test verified the presence of the 
gun in the suspect's mouth.

Chris Brown Shares Some Timely Advice 
With Ray Rice 

Leaders of the House Over-
sight Committee are discussing 
whether they should hold a hear-
ing to examine the National 
Football League's handling of 
the Ray Rice assault case. 

A public airing by the Over-
sight panel would significantly 
ramp up the scrutiny of how the 
NFL deals with cases of domes-
tic abuse, even as women's 
rights groups are amplifying 
their calls for the resignation of 
league commissioner Roger.  
Goodell. 

The committee's hearings on 
steroid use in Major League 
Baseball, for instance, became 
media circuses that bruised the 
league's reputation. 

Talk of the hearing came as 
Rice's former team, the Balti-
more Ravens, prepared to take 
the field for a Thursday night 
game. 

Rep. Jackie Speier (D-Calif.), 
who has requested a hearing 
from Chairman Darrell Issa (R-
Calif.) and ranking member Eli-
jah Cummings (D-Md.) into the 
NFL's handling of the Rice case, 
on Thursday said both lawmak-
ers had agreed to stage such a 
probe. 

Yet there was immediate dis-
agreement about that claim. 

Issa spokeswoman Becca 
Watkins said no such agreement 
had been reached. 

"Chairman Issa had separate 
conversations today with both  

Rep. Speier and Ranking Mem-
ber Cummings about potential 
pathways for continuing the 
committee's oversight of ongo-
ing issues in the National Foot-
ball League," Watkins said in an 
email. "Reports of a decision or 
agreement to hold a hearing are 
inaccurate." 

Cummings's office initially 
said such a hearing is forthcom-
ing, but later walked that back a 
bit, saying a hearing was dis-
cussed but not agreed upon. 

Speier's office, however, said 
Issa had agreed to a hearing dur-
ing a conversation with Speier 
Wednesday on the House floor. 

Rice, a 27-year-old star run-
ning back for the Baltimore 
Ravens, was promptly cut from 
the team Monday after the gos-
sip website TMZ posted video 
footage of him punching then-fi-
ance Janay Palmer unconscious 
in an Atlantic City elevator. 

Palmer and Rice have married 
since the incident. 

The NFL, which had sus-
pended Rice for two games ear-
lier in the year based on separate 
video footage taken outside the 
elevator, quickly heightened its 
punishment by extending that 
suspension indefinitely. 

There are lingering questions, 
however, about whether the 
NFL had the more graphic 
footage from inside the elevator 
before it handed down the 
shorter suspension, leading to  

accusations that league officials 
had attempted to cover-up the 
most damning evidence to pro-
tect one of the NFL's stars. 

The episode sparked an outcry 
from some members of Con-
gress. At least one lawmaker, 
Sen. Heidi Heitkamp (D-N.D.), 
has joined women's groups in 
suggesting Goodell should step 
down. 

Ramping up the pressure, 16 
female senators sent a letter 
Thursday urging Goodell to in-
stitute a zero-tolerance policy 
for domestic violence in the 
league. 

"We are deeply concerned that 
the NFL's new policy, an-
nounced last month, would 
allow a player to commit a vio-
lent act against a woman and re-
turn after a short suspension," 
they wrote. "If you violently as-
sault a woman, you shouldn't get 
a second chance to play football 
in the NFL." 

On Wednesday, September 
10, 2014, the league announced 
it was backing an independent 
investigation into the incident 
that will be led by former FBI 
Director Robert Mueller. 

But Speier said Thursday that 
Congress has a responsibility to 
conduct its own probe. 

"The NFL's failure to appro-
priately respond to crimes and 
misconduct has harmed the pres-
tige of the game and the millions 
of Americans who look up to 
these players as role models," 
she said in a statement. "The 
NFL's gross mishandling of the 
deplorable actions of Ray Rice 
is the latest example of how this 
insulated institution has incom-
petently dealt with serious is-
sues."

According to the site Black-
Demographics.com, African-
American 8th grade students 
have made gains in bridging the 
Black-White gap in certain aca-
demic areas in the last thirty 
years; however, a disparity re-
mains. When looking at 8th 
grade mathematics scaled scores  

between 1990 and 2011 there is 
a 7-point decrease in the gap 
from 32 points to 25 points. A 
similar decrease is also seen 
with 8th grade reading scores 
between 1992 and 2009. The 
Black-White gap decrease was 
one point higher, changing from 
32 points to 24 points. 

Darnell Parker understands 
the difficulties faced by today's 
minority youth. He grew up in a 
middle-class household until his 
parents divorced and he experi-
enced firsthand the disparity of 
education when he was assigned 
to a predominately black school. 
"I attended a school where the 
students looked like me, how-
ever the parents were disen-
gaged with the teachers, 
resources were at a minimum 
and the students suffered from 
chronic issues like asthma and 
poor nutrition. When I received 
a transfer, in 5th grade, to a pre-
dominately Caucasian and afflu-
ent school, I saw a startling 
difference in the parent partici-
pation, the resources that were 
available to students, there were 
few students dealing with 
chronic health issues or lack of 
proper nutrition. Those experi-
ences helped me to realize what 
I needed to do when I got older 
to break the cycle for my peo-
ple." 

Community Fitness Education 
is a privately held organization,  

which relies on funding from 
donors, local organizations and 
Mr. Parker to provide compli-
mentary services to the under-
served minority community. 
Latisha Brown says, "CFE is a 
wonderful organization. My son 
is an endangered species as a 
young black male and the pro-
grams at this organization have 
provided a framework to help 
him and others build positive re-
lationships, self-confidence, in-
dependence and the ability to 
handle adversity."

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Serena Williams Denies Being Drunk, Pregnant or on Drugs 
During Wimbledon Meltdown 

Alex Tabarrok is an internation-
ally recognized economist and 
he has taken Ferguson to task 
based on his own research and a 
white paper by the ArchCity De-
fenders. What we are seeing is 
how cash-strapped local crimi-
nal justice systems in need of 
money use the law to secure re-
sources. Citations of all types 
spiked. There are some glaring 
statistics. 

Here's the data: Ferguson has 
21,203 residents living in 8,192 
homes. It's 67% black and has 
violent crime rates consistent 
with the national average. How-
ever, its second largest source of 
revenue is court fines and fees: 
$2,635,400. That averages to 
three warrants and 1.5 case loads 
per home. Approximately 22% 
of the people are in poverty. If 
that's not a powder keg, I'm not 
sure what is. 

Now for us to continue to be 
proactive we must remember 
there are four things you can do 
with Angst and Anger as a Black 
person when it comes to dealing 
with our government: 

1. Stay passive and submit to 
injustice and grow bitter. 

2. Fight for reform, construc-
tively, to better your situation 
and others. 

3. Seek an occupation with the 
government apparatus and fight 
for change. 

4. Become a token and profit 
from a system entrenched in os-
tensible narratives. 

We really only have two legit-
imate options and I have done 
both: number (3) as an educator 
and correction specialist, and (2) 
now as a consultant. I'm most 
concerned about the narratives 
taking place on both sides. Peo-
ple use ostensible language nar-
ratives and theories that appear 
to be true, but in reality simply 
act as a cover for furthering mis-
information—to create plausibil-
ity and then push their agenda 
ahead. As Black folks, we still 
need to hear the facts before 
making up our minds. And as far 
as the people perpetually against 
us, they will continue to recruit 
and place their mouthpieces in 
our community. I'll also say this: 
we need to seek out new voices 
to address these crises that 
emerge in our. community. We 
need nuanced, dexterous leaders 
who are focused on the future 
and securing the promises still 
afforded to us by a Creator who 
has not forgotten His covenant. 
Deal with the government, but 
put your faith in God folks. We 
know the epidemic of death 
among Black men through 
Black on Black crime and law 
enforcement sends the message

used to denote resistance to res-
olution, rather than evil." Im-
proved race relations in America 
can be achieved by applying our 
unique American "can do" atti-
tude. We have a blueprint. That 
blueprint is the Kerner Commis-
sion formed by President Lyn-
don Johnson in 1967 to 
understand the root causes of the 
urban riots that plagued our 
cities from starting in 1964. 
Johnson rejected the Commis-
sion's recommendations. Still, 
the Commission's findings, 
known as the Kerner Report 
were spot on and prescient. The 
Commission stated that the na-
tion was "moving toward two 
societies, One Black, One White 
— Separate and Unequal." More-
over: the Report warned our 
country faced a "system of 
apartheid in its major cities." 

Obviously, we have not heeded 
the warning. Today, the concen-
tration of blacks in the inner 
cities remains more fixed than 
fluid; the predicted racial divide 
has widened; and, poverty is 
more structural than genera-
tional. We need President 
Obama to issue,  a call to action, 
much like President Johnson did 
over 40 years ago. Thus, my 
modest proposal is for the Pres-
ident to create the Biden Com-
mission on race relations. Joe 
Biden, our straight 'shooting 
Vice-President has both the 
street cred and needed gravitas 
to lead such a Commission — his 
2007 primary 'gaffe, notwith-
standing, of describing Obama 
thusly: "I mean, you got the first: 
mainstream African-American 

who is articulate and bright and 
clean and a nice-looking guy," 
Biden said. "I mean, that's a sto-
rybook, man." I've heard worse 
and Biden has more than atoned 
for that politically incorrect 
statement.
