Former Mary & Mac Private School
Building Receives Texas Historical
Commission Marker July 11, 2014

A lady, who was the sixteenth
child of 18 born to Harriett and
Henry Barton came to Lubbock,
Texas in the early 1950’s with an
idea. She was Dr. Lucille S.
“Sugar “ Graves who saw a need
for a Black-owned and operated
private school.

She often told her nephew, T.
J. Patterson, Sr., “I want these
little Black boys and girls to
learn all they can at an early
age,” The first location of Mary
& Mac Private School was 1324
East 24th Street, across from the
then E. C. Struggs Junior High
School.

The location at 902 East 28th
Street had more than 100 stu-
dents enrolled during sometimes
of its location.

The boys and girls had to
learn a nursery rhyme as the
name of the school, “Mary &
Mac, dressed in Black with 24
buttons down her back.” It was
a very exciting exercise for the
boys and girls.

If you'd ask many former
students, they would acknowl-
edge one concept Dr. Graves
would use. It was 1f you (stu-
dent) failed to “do their home-
work, they had to go to the black
board with a buddy untl they
would complete their task.
When this was complete, the
student would be covered with
chalk. When the student was in-
correct with their answer, the
buddy would advise Dr.. Graves,
who also taught these boys and
girls, if the student didn’t do his
or her work. The end result was:
it truly worked!

There’s no doubt about it, the
special program held on Friday
evening, July 11, 2014, brought
back this iconic structure as the
Lubbock County Historical
Commission with this special
ceremony in honor of the former
s school location with a histori-
cal marker.

Keynote speaker, Shelia Pat-
terson-Harris, gave a very posi-
tive overview of what Mary &
Mac Private School was about.
She, and her sister, Avis, and T.
J., Jr., was a student. -

Also, present at the special
ceremony was Julius Caesar
Graves, Jr., who was a son of Dr.
Graves.

Dr. Graves was the first
Black to enroll at Texas Tech
University. She made it known
that this was not an easy task. A
friend and neighbor, Vivian
Cooke, went to the Admission
Office with her. Both are de-
ceased.

The decision and her ontime
arrival revolutionized her, and
others, outlook on education
during this heavily segregated
time.

The historical event was spon-
sored by the Dunbar High
School All Class Reunion XI
and their president, Charles
Curry, Class of 1969.

Historical commission mem-
ber Sarah Hensley said the event
was made possible by the Texas
Historical Commission’s Under-
toid Marker program, which
spotlights  under-represented
topics in Texas history.

Three Lubbock City Council-
men were present, namely:
Floyd Price, Victor Hernandez,
and Jeff Griffith.

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Statement by U.S. Secretary of Education
Arne Duncan on the S0th Anniversary of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964

Tuesday, July 2, 2014, we
marked the 50th anniversary of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964, we
can reflect upon and celebrate
the strides our nation has made
in many areas — at the ballot box,
and . in employment, public
places, and our nation’s schools.

Now is also a time to honor
the many leaders and citizens
who refused to be complacent
and accept the status quo, who
risked their lives in pursuit of
justice and equality, and who did
not back down until our country
lived up to its better self. To
them—and to President Lyndon
B. Johnson, who persevered to
see the legislation through to
fruition despite great opposi-
tion—we owe a tremendous
debt.

We have, indeed, made
progress toward fulfilling the
goal of the 1964 Civil Rights
Act. Black and Latino young
people are graduating high
school and enrolling in college
at much higher rates. In 1950,
fewer than 25 percent of young
black adults completed high
school; in 2012, almost 70 per-
cent graduated on time. During
the same time span, the percent-
age of young black adults who
carned a bachelor’s degree or
higher increased seven-fold,
from about 3 percent to 21 per-
cent. There are other indicators,
too, that point to significant im-
provements over the last half-
century.

Yet crucial work remains to
ensure equal opportunity for all
students. We still have unaccept-
able opportunity gaps in Amer-
Ica, as our latest release of the
Civil Rights Data Collection re-
vealed. Great disparities con-

tinue to-exist for students of
color. Young men and students
of color face harsher discipline
and far greater suspensions be-
ginning as early as preschool.
And there are too many racially
1solated schools with unequal
access to preschool programs,
advanced courses, and college
counselors.

Education is the civil rights
1ssue of our time. Our Office for
Civil Rights will continue to vig-
orously enforce the landmark
legislation that banned discrim-
ination on the basis of race,
color, and national origin. We
must recommit, as a nation, to
programs and policies that close
opportunity gaps and help all
students reach their potential.
Only then will we be able to ac-
celerate our nation’s economic
progress, increase upward mo-
bility, and reduce social inequal-
ity for all Americans.

Washington, DC: Yesterday,
July 2, 2014 marked the solemn
50th anniversary of President
Lyndon Baines Johnson signing
into law the 1964 Civil Rights
Act. [ use the term “solemn” to
describe that incredibly historic
and awesome “victory” moment
in the United States for the Civil
Rights Movement.

Yet we also take the
responsibility today to rededi-
cate our newspapers to be the
clarion voice of Black America.
We renew our commitment to
continue be the consistent and
time-trusted source of news and
information vital and critical to
the empowerment of more than
45 million Black Americans.

[t is important to note that
Black Americans now spend an-
nually in excess of $1.2 trillion
primarily as consumers in the
domestic economy of the United
States as well documented by
the research of Nielsen Holdings
N.V. The issues concemning the
economic wellbeing of our fam-
ilies, businesses and communi-
ties are a high priority for the
National Newspaper Publishers
Association (NNPA).

Why has America and the
Black community been silent
about this epidemic? We hear so
much about the 47 percent
dropout rate among Black
males, but I believe a 40 percent
dropout rate among Black fe-
males is outrageous and unac-
ceptable. Black males may be on
life support, but Black females
are in critical condition.

What are the factors causing
so many Black girls to leave
school? Could one factor be that
only 18 percent of Black girls by
eighth grade are proficient in
reading? Could another factor be
that only 13 percent are profi-
cient in math by eighth grade?
What about the fact that 21 per-
cent of Black girls are retained

at least once? How does reten-
tion affect the psyche of Black
girls?

What
means will they have for estab-
lishing their own businesses, ac-
cumulating a financial portfolio
and building toward their retire-
ment years?

Black females are crying out
for help. So much attention is
being given to our males while
our girls are being overlooked.
Black girls need more Black fe-
male teachers. They need all
teachers to give them higher ex-
pectations. They need schools to
treat them fairly. Their suspen-
sion and dropout rates are four
times greater than those of
White girls. Black girls need
Black female mentors. They
need to be taught the beauty of
their history. They need an edu-
cation that embraces all deter-
mined efforts to keep Black girls
in school, including: mediation,
schools that feature alternative
learning styles._ and STEM ca-

Possession, Do African Americans Now “Deserve” To Cash
in on the Legal Medical Marijuana Industry

New York, NY — Black En-
terprise Magazine recently ran
an interesting article by Richard

. Spiropoulos on their web site

about African Americans and the
legal medical marijuana indus-
try. According to the article,
African Americans make up just
13% of the U.S. population, but
more than 30-40% of people ar-
rested and/or incarcerated for
drug offenses are Black. Re-
search also shows that a black
person is four times more likely
than a white person to be ar-
rested for illegal marijuana pos-
session in the U.S.

Michelle Alexander, who is
the author of The New Jim
Crow, made an interesting point
when she commented, “After 40
years of impoverished black
men getting prison time for sell-
ing weed, white men are now
planning to get rich doing the
same things.”

Can’t Black men also get nch
doing the same thing? Well, ac-

leaves out hundreds of thou-
sands of African Americans
across the country with drug
convictions — those who sold the
drug when it was illegal in the
country.

Many people argue that be-
cause Blacks have paid such a
high price via incarcerations and
arrests due to marijuana posses-
sion, that they “deserve” to be
able to cash in on this newly le-
galized industry. But unfortu-
nately, the law just won’t allow
it.

According to Art Way, senior
policy manager of the Drug Pol-
icy Alliance in Colorado, com-
ments, “In Colorado, if you had
a felony within the previous five
years of applying to be an
owner, that felony will bar you.
[f you had a drug felony within
the previous 10 years that felony
will bar you. Simple possession
of marijuana within the last 10
years won't bar you. Previously
any drug charge would prevent

emerging market. He is specifi-
cally looking for aspiring or ex-
isting entrepreneurs over the
age of 50.

He comments, “We need to
educate members of our com-
munities. Let them know that
the opportunity is available for
those of us who are able to en-
gage on a higher level or to be
at the level of ownership.

“I could not believe
that a man of Dr. King’s stature
would be misquoted on his me-
morial tomb, and especially in
his most famous speech.”

“I had to see this for myself,”
Sewell said. “This was just too
hard to believe so I went to visit
The Martin Luther King, Jr. Na-
tional Historic Site in Atlanta,
Ga”

A first time visitor to the site
will immediately sense the air of
respect and reverence that per-
meates evervthing — from the
grandeur of the architecture, to
the flower gardens, to the spec-
tacular sculptures and works of
art, everything about this memo-
rial shows a deep love and re-
spect for this great man. “This
memorial to Dr. King is a very
fitting tribute to a man who has
earned the love and respect of
the entire world.”

League of Women Voters, who
presented their stances against
the H.B. 589 law, which requires
voters to show photo ID in order
to vote, stops potential voters
from registering the same day to
vote, cuts the early voting win-
dow down from 17 days to 10,
throws out ballots that are made
outside of an individual’s
precinct, and eliminates pre-reg-
istration,

At the hearing, the U.S. De-
partment of Justice also had an
opportunity to express a number
of claims and young voters and
activists were allowed to detail
their findings regarding the dis-
criminatory nature of the law.

“Our movement, and this hear-
ing, builds on the legacy of those
who have testified before us
with their feet and blood to fight
for our equal rights in this state,
and certainly in this nation,” said
Rev. Dr. Barber.

Rev. Dr. Barber has been one
of the most-vocal opponents of
the law, helping to organize the
multi-organizational efforts of

reers, all-girl schools that
demonstrate high success rates
of graduation and college en-
trance,and a change in school
culture.

the state’s Forward Together
Moral Movement, a collective of
groups and thousands of citizens
committed to social justice and
protesting potentially harmful is-
sues like H.B. 589.

In the next week, Advance-
ment Project and the collabora-
tive legal team will argue that
the state’s law will make voting
more difficult for African-Amer-
ican voters, which violates Sec-
tion 2 of the Voting Rights Act
of 1965 and the 14th and 15th
Amendments of the U.S. Consti-
tution.

Advancement Project’s Co-
Director Penda D. Hair deliv-
ered opening remarks on behalf
of the North Carolina NAACP
plaintiffs, highlighting how the
state’s past political maneuver-
ings led to the development of
the voter law in question.

“The restrictive provisions of
HB 589, and the enigmatic leg-
islative process that brought this
bill to fruition, reveal callous
disregard for the pain caused to
African-American voters by the
stark limitations that this legisla-
tion imposes on their equal ac-
cess to the ballot. We see clearly
the long arm of slavery and Jim
Crow reaching into the present,”
stated Ms. Hair.

The plaintiffs presented several

witnesses for testimony, repre-
senting a wide sample of voters
in the state. Plaintiff Carolyn Q.
Coleman, a 50-year member of
the NAACP, discussed what
she’s seen on the ground over
the past five decades in North
Carolina. As a NAACP State Di-
rector and leader of voter efforts,
Ms. Coleman revealed her
stance regarding H.B. 589's pas-
sage before the court.

“Everything I worked for over
15 years was almost being lost.
I would have to start working for
the same things. I continue to
work to see this changed,” she
said.

Other witnesses included State
Senator Daniel Blue, Executive
Director of the A. Philip Ran-
dolph Institute Melvin Mont-
ford, and county election
officials Glora Hill and George
Gilbert. The witnesses all shared
the benefits by way of state poli-
cies Black voters enjoyed prior
to the passing of H.B. 589.

They also added how the law
effectively mars the process of
civic participation. Ms. Hill
shared that she had to turn away
40 voters in a precinct she
worked because of H.B. 589
eliminating same-day voter reg-
istration.
