"Young Blacks can't

give wp," says our
Black in t h e news
this week, Phillip
Glaspie. He is an ex-
ample of what a Black
man can do if he con-
tinues to work hard
at his profession.

Mr. Glaspie started
in the cleaning husi-
ness in 1951, and to-
day he is the owner
of Ideal A-1 Cleaners
which is a growing
d ry cleaning busi-
ness in our commmni-
ty.

He attended dry
cleaning schocol in
Los Angeles, Califor-
niz from 1955 to

1956. He decided to
own samething in
life, so he opened

up his own business
in the later part of
1969, Today, he is
still making a con-
tribution in  the
field of dry clean—

ing.

A native of Car-
thace, Texas, he at-
tended £t h e Lubbock
Public Schnols anrd
was a stulent a* the
original Dunbexr High
school. He is a mem-
ber of the Manhattan
Heigh*s Seventu .pay
Adzentist Church
where he servees as
Bead Deacon, L2 has
served as Head Elder
for thvee years.

Glaspie says: "From
t he first grade in
Lubbock, I have seen
man'’ changes and many

opportunities for
placks if they apply
themselves."

He woved to Lubbock
in 1936 with hie
family of eight boys
and eight ciris.
"There were eightean
in our family, in-
cluding mam and dad,
and we had it hard.
There was not much of

anything for Blacks
at that time," he
said.

Mr. Glaspie advises

' young Black people to

get a good education,
listen to their pa-
rents and go to
the church of their
choice. "One needs to
have faith in God and
self," he says.

The Dallas, Texas Merro-
plex News featured a series of
stories by Ann Reagins,
Youth Field Director, Region
VI of the NAACP. The ex-
cerpt below has its own cou-
pelling message:

The National Association
for the Advancement of Co-
lored People is the largest,
strongest and most influen-
tial civil rights organization
in this country. The concep-
tion of the NAACP came
after a bloody riot during the
summer of 1908 in Spring-
field, Illinois which kilied
and wounded scores of Ne-
groes. An article by Willlam
English Walliug appeared in
tlie Independent of Septem-
vt 3rd. Coupled with the

riot, his article gave impétugs

to the birth of the NAACP,
At this time in history, the
early death of the Negro race
I!ld been authoritatively pre-
dicted by a famous statisti-
cian, Ncgroes were sheeding
along 10 this end by semi-
weekly lyoching parties
which strung them up, shot
them down, or roested them
alive.

It was under these condi-
tions that a grogp of 60 white
and Negro clergymen, social
workers, publicists, educa-
tors, and philanthropists mt
to send out a call jor a
“natioal conference for the
discussion of present evils,
ihe voicing of protests, and
the renewal of the struggle
