lishiment of the Legal Defense
Fund, To say that Wilkins

helped to bring aboul 4
chunge in the racial climate
ol this country is somewhat
of an underscarement.

Roy Wilkins has indeed
helped to bring us a long
way, yet we still have a long
wiay to go. As for the goals of
the NAACP, we aré hoping
that Benjamin Hooks will
te ke us further through the
implementation of good,
sound ““programming.’” This
programming should extend
into new areas of black
concern. We are hoping also
that the fare of black busi-
nesses, black media, and
black monitoring of white
media will be included in rhis
programming along with ef-
fective measures designed to
deal with “*new' furms of
discrimination and segrega-
von.

Dryden is NASA's prime
center for aeronautical Dight
research and conducts pro-
grams aver the entire Might
regime in support of nation-
al, civil and militar 7 needs,

The Space Shittle Orbiter,
central element in the na-
tion's new Space Transporia-
tion System, is undergoing its
initial atmospheric flight Lests
this year at the center, Later,
in 1979, Dryden will be the
site of Orbiter landing and
recovery during the first few
orbital Might tests.

Gillam has been responsi-
ble for tne Dryden activities
ip support of the Shuttle tests
there.

Before joining Dryden in
May, 1976, Gillam had been
Program Manager of Small
Launch Vehicles at NASA
Headquarters in  Washing-
ton, D.C., since June, 1973.

He came to NASA Head-
quarters in 1963 as a re-
sources management special-
ist. :n February, 1966, he was
appointed Assistant Delta
Program Manager in the
Launch Vehicles Directorate
and in September, 1968, he
was pnamed Delia Program
Manager.

Before his NASA assign-
meni, Gillam served in the
U.S. Air Force from 1953 to
1963 as a pilot, missile launch
crew commander and ROTC
instructor.

A native of Little Rock,
Ark., Gillam was graduated
fram Howard University
with a bachelor of arts degree
in 1952 and did graduate
work at Tennessee State Uni-
versity, Nashville, while as-
signed as Assistant Professor
of Air Science.

The candidate who has a speech for each
audience or section of the city, beware of
that person, Even if you are able to find
out what stand he or she is for, still bhe
cautious about that particular opolitician.
To us, this is a wish washy person, and he
cr she has no reason being elected.

The coming elections, beginning with the
school and city council positions, should
be rather interesting. This will hold true,
especially where Blacks are caoncerned, wita
a‘'ygood mixture of both Republicans and
Democratics vying for office. The Republi-
cans, in the past, have ignored Blacks, and
t he Democratice have taken Blacks for
granted.

With more Blacks realizing the importance
of their votes and urying each other to get
to the polls and cast their pallots, even
here  in Lubbock, many politicians will
vigit the Bladc camunity more this year.
