De tomma,
was sentenced to serve ah" 18
month to 10 year term while
Van Herbert was sentenced
to serve a term of 8 to 25
years. In this case, like the
others, all (he whites were
given probation or had their
indictments dismissed.

In the first part of 1977
Akron had its so-call-

largest drug "bust" in the
city's history. This one was
supposed to have run from
the streetsof Akron to the
poppy fields of Mcxicoi
There were approximately
fifteen people arrestedat this
lime. Two of them were
blacks. The two blacks were
Steve Byers and his girl-

friend.
The leader of this

drug rinp operation was al-

legedly to be David Pricman.
I Tciman wasserving a federal
conviction in the federal
prison system at the time all
fifteen persons were indicted
by the Summit CountyGrand
Jury. Frciman allegedly had
owned a private plane to
travel from Akron to Mexico
it which he was alleged to
have tried to run down a
federal agent with acarat the

s Airport.
However, consideringthat

he was a white man, he went
to court in Summit County,
and JudgeBarbutosentenced
him to four years in prison to
run concurrently with his
federal sentence. In essence,
when Freiman's federal'sen-

tence was terminated 'his
sentence for the State of
Ohio would expire also and
he would be released.

Steve Byers was convicted
asall black people in Summit
County, even though he re-

mained free on appealbcrsd.
The whites mostly got proba-
tion and dismissal from this
case.

In January of this year,
"The Akron Five" were
arrested,tried and convicted
before their trial even start-
ed. The Akron Beacon Jour-
nal is the form of media that
convicted these defendants
before they even went to
trial.

Under the Constitution, a
man is supposed to be given
"a bond of his means." A
bond is not set for punish-
ment, or to hold a manin jail
according to our Constitu-
tion. It is set to enablea man
to be released from jail until
hehashis day in Court, or to
guarantee his appearance.
The one (1) million dollar
bond set on the "Akron
Five" was another form of
racism that blacks must en-

duredaily in Summit County
Courts.

In Summit County no
black man can obtain justice

and the brothers don't go-ther-
e

with the intention of
receiving "equal" justice
under thelaw. The Courtsof
Summit County ore the
laughing stock of the prisons
in Ohio. Akron is the only
city in Ohio that sentences
men to enormous terms of
imprisonment,such as Judge
BarbutosentencingJosephto
servea 570 to 1 140 year term
for drugs in 1975.

However, the judge in re
turn, sentenced Curry's

Bryant Jones, a
white man, to join the U.S.
Navy even though Jones
playcc' thesameroleas Curry
in drug trafficking.

Othercounties in Ohio arc;
nr: as outrageous as the;
courts in Summit County.'
Moreover, they display at
least some intelligent mean-
ing of our drug laws and
sentence men accordingly.
Summit Countyneedsa thor-
ough investigation of its judl-- .
cial system. It appearsthat
the courtsof SummitCounty
take advantageof the drug
laws of Ohio and capitalize
on its victims the black
populationof Akron.

The black population of
this county should demand
an investigation and onethat
is not just another "white-
wash" job, done by the sys-

tem'sstaff members.You or
any member of your family,
could be the next victim of
the AKRON KLANlSHf
COURT.

1. Indoor Clothing, During
the home heating season-t-hat

Is, whenever the heating
system was turned, on the
family members all agreed to
wear lightweight indoor
clothing. This included daily
use of tongjohns (i.e., long

underwear) and the wearing
of a simple sweater vest and
sweater jacket at all times in
the house whenever the heat
is on.

Justthis procedureenabled
the family to drop the ther-m6st- at

an averageof 8 to 10

degrees, with absolutely no
loss of comfort. When family
members would get too
warm the realistic thing they
agreed to do was not to take
off a sweater but to turn
the thermostatfurther down.
Keeping on thesweaterwould
cost nothing. Turning the
thermostatdown saved pre-

cious fuel. . .and so also the
family's rnbney!

Why is it that the White
House, our welfare agencies,
our conservationist arid en-

vironmental groups, PTA's
and civic and religious asso-

ciations could not cbriduct
campaigns for all of their
constituents and others to
follow the lightweight and
comfortable indoor clothing
route to major fuel savings?
It would go far to aid our
nation's textile industries,
too.

our home.

Practically all of our
horries 'waste large amounts
of fuel in an entirely unneces-sarywa- y

by having us locked

into a waste-produci- ther-

mostat.While theCongress i$'

in the mood to mandatepub-

lic thermostat settings, it
ought to outlaw all 55 0 mini-

mum thermostatsand require
thermostatsthat will simply
permit the reasonable option
of sensible savings to those
persons or families who

Theonly income I have is my $140.00socialsecurity
check. Would I be eligible for SSI?

ANSWER:
You probably wouldbeeligible. It woulddependon
how much moneyyou haveandwhetheryou own
any propertyother than your home. You should
contact your soctaf security ojfie.

I was.gettingan SSI check and had to move in the
house with my. daughter. I reported this to social
security and they reduced my check. Was .this
correct?

Generally, thb is correct.Anyone eligible for SSI
who lives in someoneelse'shouse,usually hastheir
check reduced.The socialsecurityoffice can give
you more specific information.
