The report, prepared for
Metcalfe r.i the Library's
non-partis- an Congressional
ResearchServics, concludes:

"In the final analysis,
when comparedto the tort
system, no-fau- lt auto insur-
ance reform promises a sub-

stantialimprovementin auto-
mobile accident reparations
for all Americans. The poor
would certainly be better
served by such a system.
Benefits for real 'out-of-pock- et'

losses for medical
expensesand lostwork would
be swift and sure.
