We might interpret this
latter remark, firs, as a
reminder thay we  must
consehow build muscie into
the Bl.ch community. It iy
only through self<help ~nd
group-iritiatives thar we as
Black Amcricans rmay
move wi.h pawer, impac:
and command tcward and

into  the American
mainsiream.
Secondlv, this same

remark concerning the
fickle and potentally sell-
defeating nature of
“foreign aid" or outside
help could point 1c the ex-
ample of what orga.ized
labor, as ‘'‘the friend of
Black peuple,’* has done 1o
us. Organized labor
historically in the [latter
1800's ~vas organized over
and against Black people
who were recently eman-
cipated and were alreacy
moving into the labor
marzet. Th» unstated and
perhaps unconscious con-
cern »f organized labor was
(o enhance and protect the
interests of the masses of

Eurcpean immig=ants who
were then compenng with
Blacks for a place on thy
lowe: rungs of the
American sconomic ladder.

That is what historically
was gone b “friencs'’ who
would now offer wus
"“foreign ad." But ¢f even
more impanance 15 what
the labor uniors arec do.in
10 make Black ynuth entry
into the job market a vir-
tual imoossibility today.

Organized labor has
pressed for minimum wage
scales and has convinced
most of our Black leader-
ship of the necessity of the
minimum wage. But the
minimum wage excludes
those who have marginal
okills fromn most of the
labor marketr just as Blacks
have needed 10 be ascen-
dant on the urban labor
scene,
