It NeedsTo Be Said
by the

With the tornado like activities of having the sweet
children at homeall day for summervacation winding
down to a precious few days, once again we start
prepartionsfor "back to school." As we purchaseschool
clothing, schoolsuppliesandotherodds andends,addto
your school list INVOLVEMENT. Parentsmore so than
studentsneedto becomemore involved with what their
kids do for almost 7 hours, 5 daysa week. Purchasing
clothing, suppliesand giving lunch money is important,
but being INVOLVED with what happensat school is just
as important.

Why invest your money in school clothesand supplies
if you can't invest a little time to seehow your money is
being spent?Sure, time is an item we havevery little of
and time with our children is all to often neglected. Far
too many parents look upon visiting the teacher or
attendingschool functionsin the samecategoryasgoing
to the dentist. We can always find an excusenot to goor
we only go when there is no other alternative.

This schooJyear, let's makea sincereeffort to become
more INVOLVED with our children'sschool activities.
Let's not wait until report card time to find out our
Johnniesand Janesarenot making their grade.It's very
important for high school parentsto be awareof their
children'sprogress,especially if they participatein extra
curricularactivities as"nc pass,no play" will makethem
unableto participate. Having your child droppedfrom a
program canbemore thanembarrassingto both of you, it
could lead to dropping out of school. Daily or weekly
progresschecksby parentscan prevent a greatdeal of
embarrassment,headachesandworry.

As a parent, you should demand that your child
produceproof of their progressin school. There should
be at least a gradedpaperbrought home on a weekly
basis. Studentsshould do somehomework during the
week. If neitherof the above takesplacewith ycur child,
call the school for an explanation. And don'tbeafraid to
show your ignoranceaboutshool becauseyou are not
alone, nor are you expectedto know everything. And I

feel confident thatyou can find b minutes within your
busy dayto call theschoc!to checkon your investment.

For elementaryparents,you can add to the above by
asking q uesjjpnsof yourchild asyou takethem to school,
at the dinner table or while watching T. V. Every
opportunity that placesthe child in the presenceof the
parent is a wonderful time for a school progresscheck.
This will show thechild thatparental interestandconcern
is being conveyed by the parentand may also serveasa
motivator to the child. Education is one of the most
important thingsparentscan give to 'their children. Most
children that have parentswho p!ay active roles in their
educationwill put forth more of an effort to pass.Sure,
theeconomicand single parentingplacesa severestrain
on all concerned,but for a parentto find that little extra
time to becomeINVOLVED in their child's educationthis
will go a long way towards making that child betterall
around.

This schooiyear, parentsshouldget to know at least
one of your child's teachers.Shouldgo to at least one
PTA meeting, more if possible.
