T erram ycin , a  potent a n ti, 
biotic which b ite  m ore than 100 
human diseases, also routs the 
deadly m icrobe* which cause pig 
scour* Sc ien tist* have found that 
the disease can usually be prevented 
entirely  when T erram ycin  I* given 
imm ediately a fte r  b irth  and con­
tinued for several days.

A ntibiotics, however, cannot re­
vise* san itary  and feeding p ractice*, 
v eterinarian s point out. They 
recommend th at sick anim als be 
segregated  and contam inated q u ar­
te rs  be cleaned and d isinfected  be­
fo re  being restocked. New anim ala 
should be quarantined for a  week 
or more to make su re they do not 
c a rry  infection among healthy  pig*.
