Hire-A-Teen
Need a lawn mowed, a wall washed, leaves raked or 

snow shoveled?
A new Hire-a teen program announced by the Earth 

Chamber of Commerce is solving these problems for area 
residents

Here's how the program works. The Chamber office 
serves as a clearing house between teens who want to 
work for pay and those who have jobs they want to pay 
to have done. The Chamber accepts applications from 
kids 13-19 who want to work to earn money. From these 
applications the pool of labor is formed. The Chamber 
also accepts requests from people who have a job that 
needs to be done.

Each day the requests are matched to the pool of 
available teens. The applicant is contacted by the 
Chamber and given the employer's name and phone 
number and the prospective employee contacts the 
employer, and from that point on it's up to the two of 
them to work it all out.

Price Of Poetage 
Stamps Increase

A new postage stamp that bears the letter "A" In­
stead of a denomination, has been placed on sale at all 
postal branches.

The sum p's value is 16 cents and corresponds with 
the new 16-cents poeUge rale for one ounce of first-class 
domestic mail which went into effect at 12:01 a.m 
Monday. May 29.

The new first-class rate was approved Friday. May 19 
by the PosUl Service Governore.

The stamp design features an eagle with the legend 
"U S. Poetage” beneath it. The letter "A ” appears 
beside the eagle. The eagle and lettering are white, on an 
orange background.

The Poatal Service printed the stomps in 1975-76 when 
similar uncertainty existed regarding its last rate case. 
At that time, it alao printed and put into use two non- • 
denominated 1976 Christmas stomps

The "A ” stomps are available in sheets, coils and 
booklets. Embossed stamped envelopes, bearing “ A " tn 
lieu of a denomination, also may be purchased

The “A " stomp# and envelopes, along with stomps 
and postal stationary items already in the Postal Service 
inventory, are sufficient to meet mailers needs until 
deliveries begin of postal items with denominations 
matching the new ratoa.

In addition to the non-denominated stomps, many 
mailers will find It convenient to uee existing low-value 
•tamps in combination with the 13-centi stamps to meet 
the new first-class rata for letters weighing an ounce or 
lees.

The charge for each additional ounce or letter mail 
over one ounce is 13 cento Therefore, mailers can affix 
"A " • tom pa in combination with as many 13-cents 
stamps as necessary to letter* weighing more than an 
ounce.

Public Views Sought On Future Of Conservation
“ Public views on the future of the conservation, 

protection and enhancement of Texas aoil. water, and 
related natural resource* will be sought at a meeting to 
be held in the District Courtroom in the Lamb County 
Courthouse at Littlefield. Thursday, June 1 at 8:30 
p.m .” Raymond Lewis, chairman of the Lamb County 
Soil and Water Conservation District, said

The meeting is in response to President Carter's 
signing of the Resources Conservation Act last 
November which requires an appraisal and evaluation of 
the state and nations' soil and water conservation 
program.

"The RCA act authorizes and directs the Secretory of 
Agriculture to develop a national soil and water con­
servation program in cooperation with the public, our 
local soil and water conservation districts, the Texas 
State Soil and Water Conservation Board, and the Soil 
Conservation Service.” said Lewis.

"This program will establish new direction for future 
soil and water conservation efforts in 1 exas based on 
current soil, water, and related resource appraisals, 
Lewis continued. "One point 1 want to make clear is that 
districts in their 40-year history have always assisted 
landowners with voluntary conservation programs on 
their farms and ranches. e do not advocate any other

approach since farm and ranch land is privately owned 
and that the interats and welfare of the owners must be 
served and that programs must be acceptable to them. 
Lewis added

Actions required by the RCA act include gathering 
data to appraise the condition and quality of Texas and 
the Nations' sail and water resources by 1979

The act alao outlines a 5-year plan tor the U S 
Department of Agriculture's conservation assistance to 
districts and requires an evaluation of the effectiveness 
and progress of ongoing programs Report* will be med­
io the public and Congress

"Our first meeting will primarily deal with 
discussionson soil and water resources in the district and 
how to conserve them," Lewis said "The public will also 
have the opportunity to learn more about the RCA act 
and the mission, relationship and responsibilities of the 
district and Soil Conservation Service.

"1 want to emphasize that a grass roots, bottom up 
approach is the key to this act Our district and Soil 
Conservation Service will need to identify specific 
resource concerns and associated problem*, if any, in 
addition to determining the extent and seventy of these 
problems We urge anyone with an interest in natural 
resource conservation to attend and ait their views,' 
lewis concluded
