Taiwan economically Is about 
lOtol.ivears behind Japan, hut 
Is growing at a rapid pace. In­
come is increasing about 7 per­
cent annually, Only 24 percent 
of the land u tillab le, so they 
lave to import mast of their 
feedgra Ins. Average size farm 
is three acres, and wjrked 
mostly with hand tools. Taiwan 
main crops have been rice and 
sugar cane, but recently there 
las been a change from ’ ess su­
garcane 10 ... >rc fruits and ve­
getables.
Taiwan is also increasing the 

production of hogs and poultry, 
so there will be a substantial

Taiwan needs port facilities 

as well as railroad cars and in­
land elevator facilities to han­
dle bulk grain. They now have 
to buy it ill sacks or sack it on 
tlie Jock for inland shipping, 
Tliey also need modem slaugh­
ter houses for the increaslngliog 
and poultry production.
At present about 50 percent 

of the population live on the 
farm, but it is declining. 
Sixty-five percent of the far­
mers own tneir land. Output 
per acre is seven times US out­
put, but much more labor is 
involved: there is an average 
two laborers for each three 
acres. Ninety percent of the 
farms have electricity. The

farmers arc well organized Into 
different farm organlzagloni for 
marketing of products, ex ten­
sion of credit and supply of 
feeds. The Chinese are a very 
hard-working people.

US Soybean producers alsohave 
a good and Increasing market in 
Taiwan. As in Japan, soybeans 
arc used fothuuutucunsumptlon 
as well as bran and oil. Wltfiliog 
production now at 3.2 million 
annually'and predicted Increase 
to 5 million In the next three 
years, there w ill be a good In­
crease demand for feedgrains 
and soybean meal.
