Since It* first apprarun. e In 
New Mexico's Kio Grande Valley 
four yeurs ago. a new aphjl witti 
a fantastic reproduction rate and 
a vora.io 9 appetite for alfalfa has 
spread a< ivjsk the central I'nlteil 
State frotn California to Virginia

Many ug.i. uiiural authorities 
now i onalder the spotted alfullu 
aphid to be the nation's most s*<- 
riot s Insect threat to agricultural 
production. Its rapid migration bar 
caused widespread alarm. In 195-1. 
the Insect was reported In New 
Mexico, Oxlalionui and Nc\u.|a Ily 
1956. It had moved Into IS states, 
penetrating north Into Mi,-mends 
and Soutli Itakota, east Into Mary 
land and Virginia and smith to 
PIoimIx .

vative estimate, the report states 
that the average dollar loss per 
day during 19S6 was Just short of 
twro-thlnrts of a million dollars.

Bven though 64 more persons 
were killed In Texas motor ve­
hicle accidents In 1956 than in 1955 
the statistical information does 
suggest a chance for Improvement 
In the frture. There were five 
deathless days In 1956. as compar­
ed with three the previous year, 
and two of those days fell together 
on June 5 and 6.

F rom ejfg to egg electrically 
defines the success o f Nels
Sorenson, pioneer hatchery- 
man a n d  e g g  producer, 
Amarillo area,

Nels entered the poultry in- 
duslry .when it was “ egg 
money”  for the farm house­
wife Through 36 years in the 
poultry industry, he has de­
veloped many electric appli­

cations for profitable and effi­
cient chuken and egg pro­
duction.

He depends on electricity to 
incubate the ecus, brood the 
chicks, warm the water, op­
erate an automatic feeder, and 
provide M hours of light per 
day and rgg refrigeration In 
addition. Sorenson employs 
Reddv K.lowatt to crind and

mix his feed, pump his water, 
and keep water pipes thawed. 
The veteran poultry mans 
electric operation is coupled 
with strict sanitation practices 
and a mandatory vaccination 
program.

Sorenson’s poultry raising 
activities have progressed from 
selling hatching eggs to being 
one o f the major egg and 
chicken producers in the area. 
His thermostatically controlled 
incubators can hatch 9000 
eggs per week, and he has 
space in his electric battery 
brooders for 15,000 chicks.

Sorenson is optimistic about 
the egg picture despite the 
current low price in eggs He 
bases his favorable outlook on 
the reduction in the number 
o f chicks put down this spring.

"Seventeen percent less lay­
ing pullets are being put down 
in the Southwest than a year 
ago, Sorenson remarked, "and 
it indicates a high egg market 
next fall and winter.”
