Self empkiyed persons are 
minded by John (I. Hutton, 
trlct Manager of the Lubbock so­
cial security office to report their 
earning* for social se<tirity pur- 
jloses with their Income tax returns 
Generally these reports must be 
filed with Internal Revenr* Serv­
ice by April 15, 1959.

Any person engaged In a trade, 
business or ptofesslon covered by 
social security who has I t  (Ml or 
more net profit from his business 
must report this Income for so­
cial security self ■ employment tax 
on his net earnings on earnings 
up to M M  for 19M. The tax rate 
for self-employed persons on 195k 
earnings is three and three eighths 
percent.

Hutton also reminded self - em 
ployed persons that the payment 
of the social security tax is mauda 
tory and not voluntary. Often a 
self - employed person may have 
snough exemptions lo result In Ills 
not owing any income lax. yet the 
net earnings from his business are 
$400 or more, so he must pay the 
social security self employment 
tax.
