Once again in 1963, voung 

drivers had the worst safety re­
cord of any age group, accord­
ing to a report by the travel­
ers Insurance Company.

The report, issued annually 
since 1931 except during the war 
years, is compiled by the Tra­
velers from information provided 
by state motor vehicle depart - 
menu.

A Travelers spokesman poin- improved slightly 
ted out that drivers under 2a| mem in 66 1 r
years of age com wise only about 
15 '% of ail licensed drivers in 
the United States, in spite of 
which, 16,400 (or more than 
29 '?>) of the drivers involved In 
fatal accidents in 1963 were 
under 26 years of age This re­
presented no significant change 
in performance, since this same 
age group accounted far 28. 9 '%< 
of all highway deaths in 1962.

The Travelers report shows 
that young men and women un­
der ‘2> were also involved in a 
great uumoer ofnon-fatal high­
way mishaps.
