"I never thought I’d see a I 
year when I didn’t have a 
single case of screwworm j' a 
WestTexas rancher commen­
ted recently. His enthusiasm i 
is matched by thousands oil 
others who have benefltted 
from the concentrated insect 
control program of recent I 
months.

Only 2,000 screwworm in­
festation* have been reported 
in the same area in 1902.

Yet Texas and USDA officials 
say the eradication program * 
u lust entering its most critical 
stage. Animal disease spec­
ialists estimate that the aunual 
incidence of the pests ha* been 
reduced 39fa since the program 
began in February 1962. It is I 
nownecessirv to eliminate all 
screwworm* From area* where 

“they may overwinter to pre­
vent reinfestatioo.

The program has cost both 
ranchers and government ag­
encies a great deal of motw 

:«y . But on an individual basis, 
* the results have paid back 

the original investment many 
times over in just the first 
season. As recently as two 
year* ago, a stockman expec­
ted to have a few death* from 
screwworm and suffer hide 
devaluation from insect dam­
age. The gains in livestock 
mortality prevention, better 
hide quality and more beet 
have, in most cases, far out­
stripped the initialcost to the 
rancher.

Yet, much remains to be 
doue. The financial problems 
have not been completely 
solved and the work must con­
tinue along this front. The 
program cannot be abandoned 
at ana state.

Ranchmen need to maintain 
constant vigilance that uo in-

festatiou goes unnoticed and 
untreated. All stspicious fly 
blows should be sampled and 
and sent to the County Agent. 
This is especially Important at 
this time of year to prevent 
winter carryover of the pest. 
The infected animals must be 
treated and spraying should be 
followed where and when ind­
icated.

Much of the credit for suc­
cess of the eradication program 
must go to Dr. R.C.Bushland, 
of the USDA, ” father" of the 
techniques used m Texas and 
the Southwest. Dr. Bushland 
was honored in A ustin recently 
for his work.

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Method Released For 
Seedbed Preparation
The preparation of a suitable 

seedbed i> an important step in 
gutting a succeisful stand of 
grass. A dead litter cover or 
mulch is required for the seed* 
ing of grasses to prevent wind 
erosion, reduce weeds, and 
slow down moisture losses 
caused by transpiration and 
ptesplration.

Prior to the establishment of 
a cover crop, the land should 
be disked, onc-wayed, or other 
wise thoroughly worked in the 
spring as toon as weeds begin 
gruwtri.The land should remain 
free of weeds until time to 
drill the crop for dead litter.

Sorghums for dead litter 
should be planted before July 1 
in close-spaced rows of 24" or 
less using a drill or similar 
planting equipment at a depth 
of 1 to 2j inches. Rows should 
not be spaced more than 14 in­
ches apart for best results.

Recommended crops for dead 
Utter Include forage sorghums, 
Sudan, millet and bcoomcorn 
seeded at the rate of 12 pounds 
per acre or grain sorghums seed­
ed at the rate of 15 pounds per

acre. Small grains such as 
wheat or rye may also be used 
but the stubble will not hold up 
as well.

If the growth is such that at 
seed crop will be produced, 
either remove the growth at a 
hay crop leaving a stubble 
height of C- 1- Inches or mow 
or shred the crop to leave 6-10 
Inches stubble height. Tills 
height will afford adequate pro­
tection and will not interfere 
with the seeding operation. The 
crop for dead litter must be 
protected from overgrazing in 
order that adequate stubble re­
mains at seeding time.

Grasses such as the Blucttems, 
Gramas, Indiangrass, Love- 
grass and Switchgrass can then 
be seeded in the stubble be­
tween December 1 and June L 
Blue Panicum is usually seeded 
from May 1 to July 1.

Adapted grasses planted by 
this method will normally 
produce satisfactory stands. 
Methods which do not include 
a p eparatory crop to furnish 
protection for grass seedlings 
usually fail.

Laminated Plastics Seen 
As New Use For Cotton
The use of cotton in the 

manufacture of flexible lam­
inated plastics offers a good 
possibility for expansion of 
the fiber's industrial market, 
says the U.S.D.A.

In the making of plastic 
laminates, cotton fabrics are 
incorporated as a surface ma­
terial or as a textile backing 
for plastic film, sheets, or 
foam. Vinyl- coated cotton 
fabrics are widely used in fur­
niture and automobile uphol­
stery, and in wall coverings. 
Also, new types of laminates 
with plastic foams may create 
an even larger market for 
cotton in the cloth ing Industry, 
says the Department.

At present, strong, rigid high 
pressure laminates are the 
main type made with cotton 
but tills use offers little pro­
mise of expanding the demand 
for cotton, but this use offers 
little promise of expanding

the demand for cotton. Low 
pressure, flexible lamiuate 
production does not now use 
large amounts of cotton and 
this Is the area which scientists 
see as one of possible expan­
sion.

The USDA's Economic Re­
search Service says three 
things are needed to help cot­
ton Increase Its share of the 
flexible laminate m a rke t . 
First, cotton cloth must be 
free of field trash and excess 
sizing for good lamination; 
cotton must have Improved 
finishes such as one to Increase 
the fabric* moisture resistance; 
and it needs new and more 
acceptable cloth construction 
for use In laminates.

If these problems can be 
solved, cotton should gain a 
bigger share of the market for 
flexible laminated plastic 
production, says the USDA.

Predicts Dought 
ForTexas

Farmers in the bone dry, 
parched areas of Texas are 
apt to find little comfott In 
predictions of a Denver met­
eorologist.

“By 1972 ot 1975 we're likely 
to have seen a drought on the 
Great Plains more severe and 
more sustained than the ones 
of the 1930's and 1950's, ac­
cording to Dr. Walter On 
Roberts.

A director of the high alti­
tude observatory at the Itaiv- 
crsity of Colorado, Dt. Roberts 
n adl his long-range forecast 
shortly after the end of the 
dlsasterous 1950-57 drought. 
And now after a six year int­
erval, several South and Cen­
tral Texas Counties are once 
again being designated as 
drought disaster areas.

The Texas Water Conservation 
Association figures show that 
In I960, Texas had only 63 
reservoin with 5,000 acre- 
feet ot more capacity which 
held a total of 7,400,000 acre 
feet of water. Stock and Irri­
gation needs during the seven 
year drought depleted this
supply alarmingly.

, however, Texas now

lo u l usable conservation stor­
age capacity of 14,932,000 
acre feet. Twelve more are 
under construction which will 
have 9,056.000 acre feet ca­
pacity when completed, 
should another long drought 
be on its way,Texas will hsve 
approximately three liines 
more water In reserve than It 
had 13 years ago.

These figures are reassuring 
but do little to help farmers In 
dry land areas which are heav­
ily dependent upon annual 
rainfall to make a crop. This 
Includes a majority of the 
Texas cropland. But at least, 
efforts to increase our stotage 
capacity In recent yean has 
done much to correct this.

Standards For All Wheat

t  in foreign markets is of criti­
cal importance to American 
growers siucc more than half 
of our total production moves 
into these maikets, according 
to tlie USDA. And Increasing 
competition in the world mar­
kets has intensified the need 
for wheat of more dependable 
quality, the Department adds.

For the past two years, the 
USDA's Agricultural Marketing 
Service nas been reviewing 
the official U.S, wheat stand­
ards, in cooperation with 
members of all segments of 
the wheat industry, state De­
partments of Agriculture and 
other agencies,and with state 
and commercial inspection 
agencies. Through a series ot 
meetings,attention wascalled 
to the real purpose of the 
standards, that is, to consti­
tute a measure of wheat value 
that can be used by the buyer 
and seller, in terms that will 
measure end-use value.

Through these meetings, 
study and research, and dls- 
cussious several weaknesses in 
the standards were exposed. 
Noted in particular was the 
wide variation of quality in 
each of the grades. Conse ­
quently, on August I, the US 
DA proposed a revision of the 
present wheat standards.

Th>- proposed changes are: to 
set maximum limits in the 
numerical grades for toial de­
fects, such a^am aged kernels, 
foreign material,and shrunken 
and broken kernels. To lower 
the limits of shruukcu and 
broken kernels. Botli these 
proposals would provide a 
cleaner, more merchantable 
product, according 10 the de­
partment.

Auothcr proposed change 
concerns dockage,or the mat­
erial other than wfesM IS- 
moved by cleaning. It would 
require that dockage be stated 
by whole and half perceut, 
instead of whole pc rcent as at 
present.

Still another change would 
place wheat with more tliau 
13. a percent m oi s t u r e  m the 
"tough" category. Another 
change would recognize higher 
than normal test weights per 
bushel by pros idmg for a 
special "hi

Tlie name for 
Wheat would be changed to 
Mixed White Wheat, which 
is more descriptive of the sub 
class, in another change pro­
posed. Discontinuing the smut 
dockage method for appraisiug 
the quantity of smut in a lot 
of wheat, since the scouring 
method to determine smut 
dockage is uo longer In use,is 
another proposed change. And 
a further chaage would elim­
inate Western Red Wheat from 

tth e  official standards since 
* tliis wheat is no longer pro­

duced.
Wheat Is one of the most 

Important agricultural crops 
in terms of dollar value and 

■tin quantity exported, says tlie 
1 USDA. T h e r e f o r e  , wheat 
I  growers, processors, handlers, 

and exporters stand to gam 
much from meaningful grades 
and standards to describe those

grades.
Public hearings have been 

scheduled during October to 
consider the proposals. These 
will be held at Kansas City, 
Mo. October 1; at Minnea­
polis, Minn. October 4: Poct- 
M f ,  Oregon,October 8; and 
Toledo, Ohio, October 11.

A fourth f2Tfc) of all tlie 
fallout shelters in the United 
States and its outlying areas 
are in New York State. In tlie 
entire country there is fallout 
shelter space for only 103 mil­
lion, while tlie total population 
u  nearing the 190 million mark.

A search has begun for new 
physical methods lo control 
the four most bothersome flies 
found on dairy farms, says the 
U.S.D A.

The house fly. stable fly, 
horn fly and the lace fly are 
the insects under Investigation 
by a team of USDA scientists 
at the new Bcltsville, Md. fly 
laboratory. The research will 
study the use of light and other 
forms of radiant energy, aud­
ible and ultrasonic sound, air 
currents, and geometric pat­
tens* as weapons against these 
pests. They will also investi­
gate Improved lanit'tlou and 
management m<-'liods that 
may be used in ily cor to!.

The team of entomologists, 
agricultural engineers, and 
dairy husbandmen of tlie 
USDA's Agricultural Research 
Service, will attempt to add 
to the scanty amount of re­
search-development informa­
tion now available on the

physical control of files.
Although complete control 

by physical means Is not ex­
pected In the near future, their 
use at a supplement to insect- 
l c id e s  c o u ld  re d u c e  the 
amount of the chemical con­
trols needed. Physical meant, 
if they were effective, avail­
able at reasonable cost and 
easy to use, would be better 
than chemical ones because 
they would leave uo residue, 
say. the USDA.

The scientists say ihe first 
step in the study will be to 
learn moie about the basic 
behavior and peculiarities of 
the flies thainselvct. They 
add i lat practical physical
