U.S. Power 
Sources Held 
To Be Ample

The doleful warning that 
the United States is threat­
ened with serious shortages in 
energy resources has b 
blasted.

An official study group com­
missioned by the U. S. Senate 
Interior and Insular A ffairs 
Committee has found that the 
nation will be fully capable of 
meeting all its power require­
ments in the next 20 years 
even though they will be 
greatly expanded.

Thia conclusion reaffirms the 
contention o f free enterprise 
advocates that the competitive 
practices among private pro­
ducers o f energy sources would 
insure ample supplies of power 
at low coat.

The study group estimated 
that by 1980 the demand for 
electric energy will have in­
creased to three and a half 
times the current rate; that 
the requirement for coal and 
gas will have doubled and the 
need for oil will have been 
upped by two-thirds.

“ The nation's resource base, 
in terms o f each fuel, is ade­
quate to meet projected re­
quirements for the period cov­
ered by the study, that is, 
1980,” the study group said in 
its report to the Senate.

In approving the report Sen.

Obviously, one owner got more then his fair
there— others, less.

People in 26 out of 29 oil-producing states have found a 

way to divide their oil end gas so that each owner gets whet 
is rightfully his. They simply put their smal acreage to­
gether and share the costs end income. This system is
known as PO O LING .

Such e system is needed in Texes. It it proposed in a 

bill now before the Legislature, HOUSE BILL 510. When 
the neighbors cannot agree, the Railroad Commission would 

apt up a drilling block end see to it that the rights of aN 

owners ere protected . . .  ell costs end proceeds equitably 
divided.

Oilmen who have made fortunes at the expense of others 

could not be expected to support House Bill BIO. They 

ere bitterly opposing it. But the responsible oilmen of Texes 
are overwhelmingly for It. So are the informed cltisent 
who wont to too justice done.

In an attempt to modernize 
voter qualification lawi in T e *  
a*, bills have been introduced 
in the state legulature, inclu­
ding one establishing a system 
of re-regmration by voting.

This would become e le c tiv e  
upon the repeal of the poll tax.

Introduced in the Senate by 
Franklin Spears, San Antonio, 
f S. B. 11) and in the House of 
Representatives Malcolm Mc­
Gregor, El Paso,Bob Eckhardt, 
Houston, and Ronald Bridges 
and Travis A. Peeler, both of 
bill give guidelines to estab­
lish a system with more con­
venience to the voter and leu 
opportunitiesfot fraud, with a 
lower cost to taxpayers.

Ubder provisions of the bill 
a voter would register ( 1. )  by 
duplicate signature, ( 2. )  be­

until the voter diet or moves 
ot persistently fails to vote.

Merits of a personal system 
with re-registration by voting 
are as follows:

1. It definitely increases the

2. Cost to taxpayers it sub­

stantially leu than for periodic 
systems. Cost of a new reg­
istration every year Is avoided. 
It is neceuary each year to reg­
ister only newly qualified vot­
ers and to transfer the registra­
tion of voters who have chang­
ed their addreues.

3. Permanent registration is 
usually more effective than 
pen odic registration in preven­
ting frauds because provisions 
are made for purging the list 
of voters who have died or mov - 
ed away .and for identification 
of the voter by means of sign­
ature at the polls--safeguards 
lacking in leriodic systems re­
lying on frequent general re­
registration that allows insuff- 
icinet time for verification.

4. Voters are permitted to 
register at any time throughout 
the year up to within 30 days 
of an election.

5. It avoids the necessity of 
frequent re-registration of vot­
ers. Once registered, the voter 
remains on tne registration list 
os long as he resides st the same 
eddress and votes regularly.

6. Voters who move within 
the same county may simply 
trsnster their registration to a 
new addreu without re-regist­
ering, thanks to the signature 
protection.

FlameCultivation
Research
Extended

This Independent research 
organization at Halfway today 
became the nation's undisput­
ed Number I leader In flame 
cultivation research after the 
announcement that the Found­
ation hod extended Its research 
program with flame cultiva­
tion to the Rio Grande Valley 
of Texai. In commenting on 
this expansion of the Founda­
tion’s research program, Dr. 
Earl H. Colllster, Eft r ec t or ,  
stated tha t  t he  Foundation 
would conduct a full- time 
year-round research program 
In the Rio Grande Valley with 
field and vegetable crops.

This expansion of the Found­
ation's research work w i t h  
flame cultivation was made 
possible bv money that was 
raised by businessmen in the 
RioGranae Valley area. They 
came to the Foundation at 
Halfway and requested that a 
full-time program be cond­
ucted on a private enterprise 
basis in the Valley for a min­
imum of three years.

Jack H. Parks, Assistant Ag­
ricultural Engineer with the 
F o u n d a t i o n ,  has been con­
ducting flame cultivation re­
search with several vegetable 
crops in the Valley since Oct. 
1962. Mr. Parks is In charge of 
the Foundation's Flame Culti­
vation Research Program, and 
he w ill supervise the expanded 
program in the Val ley.  Don 
Staggs, laboratory assistant in 
flame cultivation research, 
and family, will move to the 
Rio Grande Val ley and reside 
in Harlingen. Texas. Staggs 
will conduct the Foundation's 
r e s e a r c h  program on flame 
c u l t i v a t i o n  at 2 locations 
through the lower Valley.

In commenting further on 
this major expansion of the 
Foundation's research program 
with flame cultivation. Dr. 
Collister stated that, "the Rio 
G r a n d e  Valley represents a 
tremendous potential for the 
use of flame cultivation as a 
means of weed control, and 
flame cultivation could repre­
sent a significant reduction in 
the cost of producing cotton, 
grain sorghum and vegetable 
crops in me area.

2,421 Deaths By Auto In State

The official Texas uafftc 
"death book" fot 1962 was 
closed Friday with 2,321 ent- 
riet In the motorcidecolumn-- 
an increase of 107 deaths or 
3 * over 1961, it was announced 
today by Col. Homer Garrison. 
Jr, director of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety.

He Mid that in spue of the 
fact that travel increased 48k 
In 1962, the 107 .additional 
motorcides raised the death 
rate per hundred million miles 
from 4.8 in 1961--the lowest 
In history--to 4.9 in 1962.

G a r r l s on  said the upward 
trend in traffic fatalities began 
in the summer of 1962 and is 
continuing into 1963 at an 
even greater rate. During the 
first 11 weeks of this year, tnere 
were 43, or 138k more deaths 
than during the tame period of 
1962. So far in 1963,364 deaths 
have been reported.

Ever hear of A.J. "Stub" 
Farlow? or Dcadman?

Farlow it a bronco rider who 
won fame after World War I 
and Dead man is a pony from 
the Jackson Hole country that 
was the terror of cowboys such 
as Farlow.

But both have a c u r r e n t  
claim to fame, Inasmuch at 
Farlow is the onlv man and 
Deadman is the only hone n 
any license plates issued by 
the SO states.

Did you know, for example, 
that the record for plates on a 
single vehicle is 39 the num­
ber on a truck that traveled 
from state to state a few years 
back.

A truck holds the record, too 
for the most expensive tag, 
with 1U owner shelling out 
t l . 300 for g i s t r a t i o n  
plate.

As many states --25— issue 
single-year tags as issue mul­
tiple year ones, and now 12 
states issue "u fe ty " p l ates  
that are covered with a mater­
ial that reflects headlights for 
j^ghttime u fety.

A ll plates have been stand­
ardised at 6 x 12 inches, but 
all states do not have their 
plates made in the same way; 
seven states farm them out on 
frivate contracts, with the rest 
Irdertng them from prisons.

Another peculiar facet of li­
cense plates is that many of 
them are made to order. For 
example, In Illinois this year, 
one of six people ordering tags 
bsked for ones with special 
lumbers that would duplicate 
their phone or house hum ben, 
remind friends of their business 
address or act in some other 
wav to distinguish them.

Ckie of the more novel tags 
was the C o n n e c t i c u t  Coal 
plate that, naturally enough, 
was i s sued  t o  a coal- yard 
Operator.

House Joint Resolution 44. 
which would have frozen the 
sales lax at the present 2%, 
failed to pats the House I vo­
id  against thn resolution be­

cause 1 felt that this left the 
door open for a State income 
tax. or a corporation income 
lax. and certainly I do not 
believe that the people of my 
district want either, I also viw 
ted against the bill, and ii was 
defeated, that would have priw 
vlded for four year terms for 
members of the House of Rer- 
resentattves I believe that tne 
Representative is the closest 
voice the people o f Texas 
have in their State Govern­
ment, and 1 believe they should 
vote for their representative 
every two years 

Two o f the maior pieces of 
legislation proposed by Gover­
nor Connally passed last week. 
One created the Committee 
on Education Beyond tlte High 
School Level, and the other 
created the Texas Tourist De­
velopment Agency 

Tlte House and Senate passed 
tlie insecticide inspection bill, 
which is a protective measure 
fix the farmers It provides for 
the inspection and chemical 
analysis of insecticides that 
are sold to farmers.

The House passed the bill 
which related to the automo­
bile safety responsibility law, 
and put more lecth into the 
law a f fe  c 11 n g drivers who 
drive withixit liability insur­
ance

House Bill 13. the annexation 
bill, was passed by the House 
alter discussion and debate 
that covered four days. The 
bill was amended several times, 
and I believe it will be a good 
compromise of the problem 
that has existed for to long 
It now provides for orderly 
growth of ctuet. but does not 
allow agricultural areas to be 
annexed for the purpose of 
taxation.

I understand that thee will 
be coming out of committee 
shortly a congressional re-dist­
ricting bill It is my under­
standing, also, rhai this bill 
has little effect on the 18th 
and 19th Congressional Dist­
rict. as they are pretty well 
proportioned as to the required 
population.

T tr Senate has had some 
"loan shark" legislation under 
discussion; however, none of 
the loan bills have come out 
of rlie Committee in the House 
for discussion, but they prot> 
ably will wlihin 'he near future 

Tne Teithook Committee 
laid out their report of their 
last years hearings, 'lie past 
week This is a rather interest­
ing report and shows many 
areas where erroneous ideas 
have been adopted by authors 
of certain textbooks.

House Bill 1"6, the sales tax 
hill, has been heard before 
Committee, but still has not 
been reported out It probably 
will be held up until after the 
Appropr  t a tions Conference 
Committee has completed its 
bill, and it has been deter­
mined whether or not addition­
al taxes will be necessary to 
operate the State for the next 
two years.
