I've also thought about root
canals, and life in a peniten-
tiary, and an agonizingly slow
death by torture tied to a stake
over a mound of Army aunts in
Africa. But so far I've been
graciously spared those things.

I tried to be gracious in my
“No, thank you.” I appreciated
their kindness and trust, and
nobody likes to be pitied or
treated with condescension,
even people whose nerves
probably tend to be a bit fraz -
zled anyway and who are try -
ing to make the best out of life
in a large metropolitan area.

But I think a few questions
might help them get a feel for
why a guy from Muleshoe
might be tempted to view them
with some degree of, well, pity.

You say you've lived in the
same neighborhood for how
many years but you don’t really
know your neighbors?
