DURING TH E past few Years, we citizens of the 
United States have seen a large number of prece­

dents broken—such as the changing of the date of 
Thanksgiving, a candidate seeking the office of Pres­
ident for a third term, and huge sums being spent by 
the government in an effort to relieve a state of 
economic let-down.

The greatest precedent to In* broken so far. how­
ever. is that of peace-time military draft— the calling 
to service for training of men between the ages of 21 
and 35.

Perhaps our forefathers who w rote the constitu­
tion would, if they were living today, be satisfied
with the turn of things. Men such us Jefferson often 
stated that they thought the constitution would have 
to be changed as the United States grew in dignity, 
flower, and importance.

Those early-day men knew that a constitution 
formulated then could not possibly cover all situa­
tions. They were only human, and they felt that 
numerous changes would be necessary.

The draft act is not, of course, a constitutional! 
amendment. It is only a statute, a law, and will not 
become a permanent part of the United States' con­
stitution under its present status.

It is, however, one of the most important steps 
in the program of national defense which is being
