The best temperature for 
their growth i* around 100 de­
grees Fahrenheit, or body tem- 
peiatuie, and the closer they ap­
proach this degree of warmth the 
faster tney multiply and the more 
harm they do. However, arounu 
.*>0 degrees Fahrenheit, which i* 
fairly cool, they grow very slowly 
and consequently cannot do as 
much damage toward* decompos­
ing the cream. Because o f the 
fact that these germ* grow *o 
much mine rapidly at higher tem­
peratures than they do at lower, 
it I* impoitant and nece***iy 
that the cream be cooled down 
a* low' as possible as soon as it is 
separated, and held at that tem­
perature until the time it is de­
livered.

Wherever ice la available and 
the volume i* sufficient to war­
rant the use o f same, we quite 
naturally recommend this proce­
dure; however, in the case of most 
cream producers, the volume is 
• o small that this expense would 
not be justified, and. for that 
reason, we recommend the use of 
a small < noling tank made from 
an ordinary barrel and set in be­
tween the pump, or windmill, and 
the stock watering tank. With 
this arrangement a continuous 
flow of water through the tank 
is gained, but inasmuch as the 
outlet pipe flows into the stock 
tank there is no loss o f water.
