4,607 Bales of Cotton Ginned 
In Hall County To Oct. 18 > 

5,346 to Date Last Year

Cotton ginned in Hall County 
from the IP3ti eotton crap totaled 
l.BO, up to Oetober IX, accord 
>ng to a statement from the bu 
teau o f census o f the department 
of commerce at Washington.

Up until October IX of las', 
year, there had been 5,34rt hales 
gmned in Hall County.

Cotton ginning, in nine of 29 
counties in this area o f the state 
up to Oetober IX had been greater 
than those in 1*35 at the same 
period. All other counties were 
below the ginning* o f last year.

The cxreas of ginning, to Oct. 
IX in such counties is in line with 
the national total o f 2.0X8,0*4 
hales up to that date as against 

11,159.227 bales at the same time 
in 1*35. Total ginnings for the 
area showed a decline of H.000 
hales from 1*35, however.
