A large number of owners of registered cattle 

were complimented by outstanding cattle breeders 
w ho attended the Dairy Show in Memphis last week. 
These visitors expressed the opinion that Hall Coun­
ty registered cattle owners have made much prog­
ress in thus field, and, at the same time, urged the lo­
cal breeder* to continue their wi»rk.

During the past few years, cotton has become a 
low-income crop, and cotton is just about all Hall 
Countians can raise on their land which w ill pay them 
at all. Feeds can be raised, of course, but the market 
for feed has not been in a much better condition than 
that of cotton.
