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Windbreaks Needed to Protect Home 
Landscape, Says A. and M. Specialist

In all parts of Tux*.* »htT* wind 
present* a serious problem, wind­
breaks are needed for the pro
tection of the home landscape, 
aays Sadie Hatfield, Extension 
Service specialist in landscape 
gardening, in urging rural peo 
pie in Texas to plant windbreak* 
during January and February.

A  good planting of trees on 
the north and west sides of a 
houoe adds appreciably to the 
eomfort of the home, lessen* fuel 
bill*, and makes it possible to do 
chores with greater ease by a f­
fording protection from disagree 
able wind*. The specialist add* 
that not only the home needs 
protection, but poultry, cattle, and 
other livestock should have it. 
"They should have it not only 
from a humanitarian standpoint 
but from a monetary »on.*idera 
tion a* well, for it i* well known 
that animals lose weight when ex 
posed to winter winds,'* she points 
out.

Many trees are adapted to wind 
break planting, and native tree, 
and other thrifty tree* may well 
be used to form a barrier against 
cold, sharp winds. Among the 
trees which will serve for this 
purpose are desert willow, tains- 
r»x, or salt cedar, native plum, 
vitex, native jumpers or cedars, 
native pine and welt adapted fruit 
trees. In areas free of root rot, 
the Chinese elm is favored be 
cause of Its rapid growth

The specialist add* that farm­
ers may earn an additional $30 
benefit under the AAA progrim 
through planting trees about the 
farm for the purpose of provid 
mg windbreak or through plant­
ing shade trees for the increased 
comfort of the home and for pro­
tection of poultry, cattle and 
other livestock from extreme best 
or cold.

Farm Census Will 
Answer Important 
Farmer Questions

Figure* W ill Indicate 
Number of People Involved 
In Back-to-Farm Movement

Que >lions o f vital importance to 
farmery and ranchers will be an­
swered when statistics gathered ill 
the sixteenth decennial census to 
be taken this year have been com 
piled, according to Tyru* U. Timm, 
economist in farm management for 
the A. and M. College Extension 
Service.

HE INCREASED NUMBER of hot checks 
that have been driven to the merchants of 
Memphis during the past few months has be­
come a hazard to business, not only entailing 

heavy financial loss on the part of these business 
men and trades people, but forcing them, in many 
cases, to refuse to take any kind of a check except 
those drawn on accounts of local business firms and 
individuals whose repute and financial standing are 
well known. This condition has a tendency to re­
tard legitimate business practices and with the 
number of hot checks increasing each month, it has 
grown to such proportions that drastic action must 
be taken.

For many years the Texas Penal Code has con­
tained an article that provided for the punishment 
of those giving hot checks but due to legal techni­
calities it was used only as a medium of collection.

When a hot check was placed in the hands of 
thorities, and the hot check writer paid the n«j 
sary amount to the complainant, charges 
dropped for lack o f prosecution or entirely 
drawn. At the 46th Texas legislature a new| 
check bill was passed, containing in fact the 
essential as the original law, but also includiij 
section making the complainant guilty of 
meanor, subject to fine and jmprisonment or 
unless the prosecution is ca'wed out as stipuli 
in the terms of the article. Hence this warnir 
hot checkers, who will lie prosecuted to the fu 
tent o f the law unless they immediately take up 
checks for any amount now existing and ref 
from giving them in the future.

by the Continental Oil Company is an excellent illus­
tration that newspajier advertising must be a paying 
proposition.

Numerous merchants in Hall County know that 
advertising pays them. and. when presented with bills 
for their ads, feel no reluctance in paying . . .  saying 
at the same time that they feel that they have re­
ceived full value in return.

But there are other merchants who feel that they 
are merely contributing to the upkeep of the news­
paper when they advertise. Possibly it is for this reas­
on that their ads may not pay them .  . . they do not, 
bother with the merchandising of the articles which 
they have sjient money advertising. And this mer­
chandising is necessary.

The newspa|*er ad is not the person-to-person 
salesman. It cannot present the article as it actually 
is. This must be done in the store . . . after the ail 
has suggested to a customer that a certain article I 
may be purchased at a certain price.

But the newspajier can. and does, suggest the 
sale of an article. Advertising must be a paying pro­
position or the largest companies in the United States 
would not be the biggest advertisers.

The fact th^t Finland is one of the few remain­
ing repuMn caused ma;:\ Americans to contrib- 

athe financial aid of the small country. But if 
Bnpffi imes. even this financial

a s s is ta n c e  ra iitc  •

The re|M>rts which are read daily in the news­
papers. and heard at intervals by radio, have l*een 
decidedly in favor of the small country since the be­
ginning of the war. But at the same time, the news­
papers almost always carry the dateline of a city in 
Finland, not in Russia.

This fact has caused many to believe that some 
o f the “communioues" have not been altogether true, 
and these suppositions are more than likely correct. 
Even when Poland was almost conquered by the 
steadily-advancing Germans, the reports from Polish 
sources stated that that countrv was still itoine 
strong.

This same thing is probably true of Finland. No 
nation likes to admit a defeat . . . and Finland is 
probably no exception.

Nyw. however, the communiques from Finland 
admit that the Ku.--tan army is making gains, al­
though the arm} has suffered severe losses. At the 
same time, the Finnish army must lx* suffering loss­
es of men as well as munitions.

The money which is txing sent to the aid o f the 
Finns can help only by furnishing them more arms 
and munitions. It will do them no good when the sup­
ply of human "cannon fodder" begins to run low. And 
that is what the Russians are banking on . . .  the Rus­
sian horde against the Finnish skill.

Just how long the Finns can hold out no one 
knows. Some people give them only two more weeks, 
some give them until wanner weather comes, some 
say the Russians will eventually give up. Even if the 
small republic does not win the war. everyone, in­
cluding Stalin, will have to admit they "sure put up 
a good fight."

Its advantages are all too ap­
parent, and scoring averages 
have proved it.

BASKETBALL ha* been speed- 

ed up tremendously with 
elimination of the tip-off and the 
10-second rule. The racehorse 
style of play is popular nearly 
e\ rrywhere.

And fast-moving hoopsters 
have discovered they can get 
(heir shots off quicker with one 
hand. The extra half second It 
takes to get set for the two- 
handed shot often means the 
difference between two points 
and a blocked effort.

One-handed tricksters find It 
comparatively simple to get the 
ball off while on the dead run 
or while leaping into the air.
