Louis J. Taber, mnster of the Natlonal Grange,
sald at the organization's 73rd annual conventlon In
Peorin, T, last week that “we have not yet solved
our farm problem, and It remaina with us as one of
the great unanswered steps toward recovery.”

Just how far the problem is from solution is em-
phasized by two points brought out by Mr. Taber,
either one of which packs plenty of wallop.

1. In the last 10 years farmers received barely
40 per cent of the natlonnl income, Including all gov-
ernment benefit payments.

2. During that same period the farmers have
“educated, housed, clothed and fed 31 per cent of
the youth of our land.”

Obviously, an industry that sustains 31 per cent
of the population on only 10 per cent of the national
Income is a sick Industry Indeed. And a slck country.

The farmer's dollar during the last 10 years has
been worth only 78 cents when used to pay for goods,
commuodities and services used in rural life, That s
another way of saying that the farmer's products
have been selling at s heavy loss in a market that
leaves him no protection, but compels him to buy in
a market that is protected, artificially, up to the hilt.

It {an't a new problem, at all. It is as old as the
tariff system—a system devised to give the manu-
facturers all the breaka at the expense of the pro-
ducing and consuming population.

for all shipping.

Btormy weather often has wrest-
#d mines from their moorings, but
seldom in such clusters as indicat-
od by the Incomplete reports broad-
cast by the navy's hydrographic
office. Most of the reports came
from the U.8.8. Trenton.

Treaties prescribe antomsatic
devices to mssure that mines nc-
cldentally set adrift  will be
rendered harmless within  an
hour, but those afloat In the
North sea have accounted for
most of the 16 ships sunk or
damaged In the last five days.
