And in 10 3 1 when the feed 
situation becam e so acu te , I went 
to W ashington with J a ik  A llen, 
now H4th district judge. We 
started  in a t Marvin Jon - - ' o f­
fice  at 1* :30 a. m., and by C> o'clock 
that evening, the em ergency feed 
com m ittee in W ashington had 
started  loading 100 carloads o f 
feed fo r  the dust bowl o f  Texas.

T he feed for O chiltree County 
arrived  in P erryton Imfore Allen 
and I returned. T h e re a fte r , I 
rendered service whenever po-

sible in building the present farm  
and ranch program .

The conservation o f childhood 
and youth, the conservation of the 
soil, the grass and all other nat­
ural resou rces are fundam entals 
of an enduring civilization. The 
fe a r o f  God, the love o f one's

the Nth degree are two o f th> 
m ajor factors in keeping the 
United S tates out o f war.

The New Deal has done more 
than any other program  since th< 
days o f »ur 1'ilgrim F a th er* t>- 
m ake pos-ible the practice o f  the 
Golden Rule in everyday living 
No one can deny that then- are 
certa in  details o f the New Dee! 
program  that should be modified 
and changed, but certa in ly  it has 
saved the farm ers and ranchers, 
and th erefo re  all oth iv  form s of 
business in terests, in the lh th  Con­
gressional D istrict.

Bl'SIN KSS BKTTKK?
A KE THINGS IN THIS HAPHAZARD WORLD of 
**  ours “looking up," or are they becoming worse?

Your answer to this question may be as good as 
anybody’s. In a way it is hard to tell just how things 
are coming along, ami especially in an election year 
—when one side (the one holding the reigns) tells you 
how well things are, and the other side pointing out 
all the bad things about the present power-holders.

Ever since the Democratic party went into pow­
er in 19113, the country has been awaiting a solution 
to the depression problem—and a portion of that so­
lution has been accomplished.

Most any business man will tell you his business 
is better than it was during the dark ages of 1932 
and 1983, although in this particular locality, the gov­
ernment cotton payments spiced the financial pie no 
small amount.

The national debt, of course, is larger, much larg­
er than before the Democrats took over, but of this 
debt, a large amount of security can be mentioned— 
security such as loans to needy farmers, dams which 
prove useful both in creating electric power and in 
aiding irrigation, and numerous other projects on 
which money certainly has not been wasted.

Out of this maze of government work has come 
large numbers of American citizens being placed on 
the government payrolls, and millions are on WPA 
payrolls today.

But recently, an announcement was made that 
more than 1,250.000 workers have left the WPA dur­
ing the past year to accept private employment. The 
same announcement said that the national incomes 
during March of 1940 were four |»er cent above the 
March incomes .of 19:19.

Technocracy* fhe machine age in other words, 
has affected more workers over 40 years of age than 
below that mark, and a study of what is to be done 
is now being made by expert# on that subject.

The gigantic automobile industry has shown an 
increase, even in the days which seemed darkest 
Hack in the boom days of the 1920’s, research experts 
predieted that the saturation point would l>e reached 
when 25,000,000 cars had been sold. But this has not 
been the case, since, during the past 15 years, car reg­
istrations have nearly doubled, increasing from 10,- 
000.000 to 30,000,000.

Whether you felt it in your business in Hall 
County or not. leaders in the business world, and men 
working in the l '.  S. departments have all agreed on 
one fact—that the production in 1939 was about equal 
to the boom year of 1929. but that the number of em­
ployed persons was 2.000,000 to 3.000.000 less.

In other words, it no longer takes as many people 
to do the same amount of work as it did in 1929. But 
at the same time, production in 1939 was as great as 
it was in 1929—and sooner or later this will affect us 
in Hall County.

According to this line of argument, then, busi­
ness is “looking up Whether it will continue to be­
come better is to he determined later. Iret's hojn* it 
does while we are w ailing to see.

PRESEHV ATION

I OCAl. POLH’E OFFICIALS report that Memphis 
citizens are showing a great ileal of cooperation 

in the recently-inaugurated safe-driving campaign, 
and that very few have shown any irritation in re­
ceiving the red courtesy traffic tickets.

In fact, most of the citizens who have received 
the tickets have acknowledged the fact that they 
were driving wrong, and since then have made at­
tempts to “right their wrongs."

There are still a few, however, who jiersist in do­
ing the wrong thing. party because of the habit and 
partly because thev do not like to he told how to 
drive.
