Of Gas Company 
Speaks at Rotary

Lindsey of Wichita Falls 
Tell* of Importance of 

*n National Defense

K. W Lindsey of Wichita Falls, 
district manage, of United Gas
Corporation, *poke before thj 
Memphis Rotary Club Tuesday at 
noon and told of the important 
part the natural gas industry, and 
pin tu marly l ntied Gas, is play­
ing in the nation's defense pro* 
gram. Mr. Lindsey said that the 
nututal gas industry is doing 
everything within its power to 
help thi nation’s factoiles speed 
up production of war material.

I be situation in the nation's 
defense program is Tar different 
from u hat it was during the lust 
war,' Mr. Lindsey -aid. “ At that 
time we needed trained manpower, 
weapon* and food. Today thesu 
things uiv nece-sary, but more im­
portant i* industrial production. 
I he multitude o f requirements of 
mechanized warfare has made in­
dustry America's first line of de 
fensc.

“ Industrial production is now 
on a far greater scale thun we 
thought necessary several months 
ago when our plans were luid to 
uid Great Britain and build up 
our own defense reserves. As the 
wai hus progressed, we now real­
ize more than ever before that 
the speeding up of industrial pro- 
duction is by far the country's 
greatest problem.”

Mr. Lindsey told what the nat­
ural gas industry as a whole, and 
particularly the United Gas Sys­
tem. has done in aiding industry 
to meet the demands o f the de­
fense progiam. He produced 
maps which showed the growth 
of the natural gas industry from 
1 POP to the present day. The 
1PI1 map shows the United Gas 
System with more than 11,000 
miles o f interconnected gather­
ing. transmission and distribution 
lines, ami the fields from which 
the gas is taken. United Gu» 
draws its supply from a total of 
74 gas fields.

“ The Gulf South is the train­
ing center o f our country,’ ’ Mr. 
Lindsey said. “ This area already 
has 12 army posts and canton­
ments, 15 army air fields and 
naval air bases and two naval 
bases. At the prevent time, our 
system is supplying army fields 
in the San Antonio area, in d if­
ferent parts of Louisiana, in the 
Mobile and Pensacola urea.
