TALKING TURKEY TO THE WISE
It was a small matter— this se 

lection o f the Thanksgiving bird 
when the Pilgrims buried the 
hatchet with the Indians on that 
first bleak November day of Good 
Will in Plymouth.

Wild turkeys, running beserk 
over the virgin soil of the reser­
vations, were conscripted for the 
table and thereby became the tra­
ditional bird for the occasion.

Time brings changes and the 
turkey selection problem has be­
come a scientific and specialized 
art. With their culinary reputa­
tions resting upon a wise and de­
liberate selection, housewives are 
no longer content with just an> 
fowl.

Mrs. Housewife may buy her 
turkey at the market dressed and 
ready for the ritual prior to bak­
ing òr she may want to select the 
fowl from a group o f his asso­
ciates on the hoof. In either case, 
she need not be led blindly. In 
the latter case, her eyes should be 
on the lookout for a well groomed 
tuikwv with a vestige of brilliant 
leathers, straight legs, and a 
smoothness of both claws and leg*.

The hard working bird escapes, 
the axe this Thanksgiving because 
the wise selector takes one look J 
at his long claws and checks “ not 
tender.”  Too, the heavyweight 
chump isn’t on the preferred list 
and if sixteen guests are to be 
served, two ten-pounders are! 
preferable to one twenty-pound! 
toughie.

For the housewife who depends 
on the market for her meat, there 
should lie many turkey tips kept j 
on tap. For example, she should! 
be assured by the butcher that j 
the fowl is not more than seven or | 
eight months old. To double check | 
on the information that it has been 
milk {**<1, she can look for clear 
white fat over the breast instead 
of a rich yellow color which indi 
cates a corn diet and makes for 
coarser flesh.

Always the flesh should be firm, 
hut the cartilage at the rear end 
of the breast must he soft and 
pliable.

A short neck, dark colored 
smooth drumsticks, and a broad 
plump breast are some of the

Worley gave as his reason for voting against the 
bill hio belief that rej»eal o f the hill will lead this 
nation into war. He pledged that he would not aid 
in getting the United States into the war. and for this 
reason was against the repeal. We feel that he de­
serves some commendation by sticking by his pledge.!

On the other hand, however, we do not agree with 
Worley that the repeal o f the hill will lie a step to­
wards the United States active participation in the 
present war. The bill allows U. S. ships to enter 
belligerent ports and war zones, and Worley believes 
that if our ships do enter these zones then we are 
much more likely to get into the war.

Our belief, however, is that we are going to get;
