I T  W AS reported yesterday that an officia l German 
1 statement said that country favors civil war— in 
Austria. ( I f  there must be war, we also prefer it in 
Austria or some similar place.)

The statement called the uprising “a great popular 
revolt, as popular as it is welcome.”  At the same time, 
the killing o f Chancellor Dollfuss was pinned on a 
disgruntled former army sergeant who had been dis­
missed from military service because o f Nazi sympa­
thies. That sounds much more like a personal grudge 
than it does a popular feeling.

The fact that Germany “ welcomed” the overthrow 
o f  Dollfuss and the uprising o f  Nazi followers indi­
cates the government may have played no small part 
in creating the feeling o f unrest that brought about 
the actual conflict.

With this idea in mind, one may see where the 
whole mess might end. A t about the same time this 
was happening, Mussolini, the power o f Italy, attend­
ed memorial services fo r Dollfuss. He indicates 
strongly that Italy is greatly displeased with hap­
penings across the border. He admits he disproves o f 
H itler and his clan along the Rhine.

To add to the complicated situation, other Euro­
pean powers are anticipating an attempt to unite 
Germany and Austria, which would, in effect, be an 
absorbtion o f the later country. They are already 
looking fo r a way to prevent such a union.

Unless we're guessing wrong, Mussolini wouldn’ t 
stand for such a union one minute. His thousands o f 
soldiers, now being held in readiness on the Austrain 
border, probably would meet Germany half way—  
half way across Austria. That country, then, would 
become the Belgium o f 20 years ago.
