Sei retary George Sager, o f the 
Memphis Chamber of Commerce, ha* 
received the following regarding the 
working* of the new law , under 
which all designated State Highways 
will be taken over by the State on 
January 1, 1224:

“ The mantenance o f all state high­
ways will be taken over by the State 
Highway liepartmrnt on January 1,
15*21, according to advice received 
from Mr. Geo. Ehlinger, Maintenance 
Engineer o f the State Highway De­
part ment.

“ The present State Highway Sys­
tem as finally adopted and approved, 
contain* about 16,000 miles of high­
way*. o f which probably not more 
than 5,000 mile* are improved, with 
2,000 under construction. Thi* leaves 
about 9,000 mile* of unimproved or 
very poorly constructed highways.

“ The tentative organization out-[school* editing 
lined by the department, is to take 
care of the maintenance o f this tre­
mendous mileage, consisting of two 
main division*; the Maintenanrr Di­
vision and the Equipment Divson.
