AUSTIN, July 12.— Commer­

cial failures In Texas continue low 
i in comparison with last year, ac­
cording to F. A. Buechel, stalis-

tician in the Bureau of Business
Research at The Univeraity o f 

: Texas. During June there were 17 
l failures compared with 28 in 
; June, 1933, a decline of 39 per­
cen t. During the first six months 
o f the present year there were but i 

> 130 failures against 321 in the cor- 
[re s  p o n d i n g  p e r i o d  last 
year, a drop o f <10 per cent. There 
were, however, two more failures 
in June this year then in May, 
when the number was only 15.

Liabilities o f the bankrupt 
firms totalled 194,000 in June, a 
decrease o f 59 per cent from June 
last year; and aggregated liabili-| 
ties for the year to date at $1,- 
777,000 were 68 per cent less 
than for the first six months last

year. Liabilities for June were, 
however, 37 per cent greater than 
in May, when they totalled $142.- 
000.

The average liability per fail­
ure in June was f i l l ,412, a de-j 
crease of 31 per cent from June 
last year; and for the year to date 
average liability per failure was 
20 per cent below that o f the 
same period last year. Compared 
with May, the average liability per 
failure was up 21 per cent.
