HILE EVERYONE, the farmer included, would
give enthusiastic approval to an equalization of!
the tax burden on property, too little attention 1s giv-|
en to that same problem as applied to the ‘.\txnivn;
placed on farm lands by the farmer himself. ’
Too much of the state's valuable farm land is being |
over-taxed, not by stringent revenue laws, but by the
soil-depleting burden of producing, year after year, |
a single erop which saps the soil of its resources until |
it can no longer produce.

Diversified taxation, in an effort to equalize the|
burden, has been applied in government for many |
years. Government economists have long recognized |
that any single tax, while it might produce sufficient|
revenue in the beginning, would soon sap the industry |
on which it is placed of all its resources and ability |
to pay, and in doing so defeat its own end.

Much the same line of reasoning may be applied to|
modern farming. Land which has been devoted ;\l-i
most entirely to raising cotton, as Hall County has|
been, or to any other single crop, must eventually be |
drained of its resources for producing that crop, and |
naturally of its resources for producing revenue !

HE Department of Agriculture
is naturally the most impor-
tant contributor to the food ex-
hibit in New York. The diorama
on food is in two parts—produc-
tion and distribution.

The production half shows the
interdependence of city and
country, with a model of Man-
hattan Island encircled by about
5,000,000 acres of farm land
built to scale. This represents
the measure of productive soil
necessary to feed 2,000,000 peo-
ple.

The distribution half of the
exhibit shows the variety ot
foods available in 1789 as con-
trasted with the selection mod-
ern  distribution facilittes have

transportation of food in 1789 as
compared with modern methods
is another part of the same ex-
hibit,

The origin of food staples in
remote corners of the world is
illustrated in diorama, and the
Department of Agriculture comes
into this picture because of its
so-called “plant hunters” who
have been responsible for the in-
troduction or discovery ot many
of the seeds. Another feature is
the relation of income and diet.

As evidence of the wide field
covered by the Department of
Agriculture in its functions, it
has contributed to all exhibits
at the New York fair with the
exception of internal protection,
foreign relations and national
defense.

fess in theory to believe in
Christianity as a world religion,
and in Jesus as a Saviour of all,
there are many who in actual
practice seem to think of Chris-
tianity as a religion chiefly for
white Americans or Anglo-
Saxons.
