All the dispatches admit that
the losses in the battle which re-
sulted in the German retreat in
Poland have been enormous. In
the early stages of the fighting
the loss on the German side was
placed by Russian reports at
40,000.

The Germans say they have
more than 296,000 prisoners.

A rough estimate of the dead,
wounded and missing of all the
belligerents puts the number far
beyond 2.000,000 men.
