The government’s new Supple­
mental Cotton Stamp program will 
go into effect in Hall County im­
mediately, and distribution of the 
stamps will begin today, Millard 
Brown, Hall County ACA secre­
tary, announced this morning.

All farmers will not get their 
stamps at once. Brown explained, 
since farms have to be checked for 
compliance before the stamps can 
be given out to producers. Com­
pliance reporters are now at work 
in the county, and their work i> 
expected to be completed soon.

The plan will release about $20r  
000 in Hall County tor coopera­
tion with the new program. This 
is the first year for the plan, and 
this money to be derived will be 
funds not heretofore received by 
farmers.

o f the Hall County cotton iii<iustr\- 
committee, said that the program 
to increase domestic cotton con­
sumption undertaken by the Na-

tioiial Cotton Council, the cotton- 
Textile Institute, and the federal 
government were already showing 
telling effects.

"It is significant to note that 
domestic cotton consumption has 
increased from 5,000,000 hales in 
1V»35 to 7.500.000 in 1040, to a 
probable 10,000,000 bales in 
1041.”  Mr. Greene said. “ Cotton 
today would be in a better position 
were it not for the fact that its 
foreign outlets for 7,000.000 
bale* a year are this year taking 
less than 1,000,000 bales of Amer­
ican cotton. It i* probable that 
this situation as regards exports 
will remain unchanged at least for 
the duration of the current world 
conflict. For that reason we must 
redouble our effort* to increase 
the home consumption o f out 
greatest fiber.”

Mr. Greene sa*d that through 
such activities ns the supplemen­
tary cotton stamp program, the 
cotton stamp plan, the federal mat­
tress program, and the encourage­
ment o f such new uses as home 
in-iilation made from cotton and

Early Sacrifice

Text: Hebrews 9:11-22
rPHK early Christian writers 
* had the task of explaining 

the new Christian faith in re­
lation to the religion in which 
many of the disciples had been 
brought up. In the thought of 
Paul and other Christian writers, 
there was no breach between 
Judaism and Christianity. They 
thought of their Christian expe­
rience as a fulfillment of the 
faith and practice to which they 
had been accustomed.

Deep in this former faith and 
practice had been the emphasis 
upon blood sacrifice. In common 
with almost all religions, the 
conception of blood sacrifice and 
blood covenant played an essen­
tial part.

Then came the sacrifice of 
Christ upon the cross, and the 
Christian teaching relating this 
sacrifice to the Jewish ritual and 
practice. Thu* in the Christian 
thought marked a new covenant. 
Tire salvation of men was no 
longer to be won, or their sins 
purged, by the shedding of the 
blood of goats and bulls and the 
sprinkling of the ashes of a 
heifer. Salvation was rather 
through the sacrifice of Christ.

Wheat Growers 
To Vote on Quotas

Hall County wheat grower* will 
vote in a national referendum be­
fore June 111, 1942, to determine 
whether they want to continue 
mat keting quotas, according to 
Millard Brown, secretary of the 
Hall County AAA committee.

The announcement, which was 
made several days ago by Secre- 
taiy of Agriculture Claude R. 
W ickurd, gives farmers sufficient 
time to plan their 1942 plantings.

According t. the AAA Act, a 
proclamation must be made prior 
to May 16 of any marketing year 
when it appears the wheat supply 
will exceed u normal year’s do- 
mesti • consumption and exports 
by more *han 35 per cent. The 
referendum must be approved by 
two-thirds of the farmers voting 
before quotas are in effect for 
thnt years crop.

"The carry-over we will have 
on hand July 1, 1942, will be one 
of the largest on record since our 

.exports have been reduced and we 
are harvesting an above-normal 
yield this year,’’ the AAA official 
explained.

W heat quotas, in effect for the 
first time this year, were approved 
recently by 94 per cent vote in

Army Needs More 
Aviation Cadets

Young men with 80 hours of 
college work, age 20 to 28, in­
clusive, unmarried and with no 
dependent*, now have opportunity 
of training as aviation cadets. 
The new War Department pro­
gram of 30,000 pilots a year offers 
to qualified young men instruc­
tion in the operation of aircraft.

During their training period, 
young men, as aviation cadets, 
receive $75 u month, board ari l 
room, clothing, medi al attention 
and a $10,000 life insurance policy 
with the premiums paid.

Graduating after seven and a 
half months of training, they are 
commissioned, 2nd lieutenants, 
air corps reserve, with the oppor­
tunity of three years active duty 
with the United States Army Air 
corps, l’ay while on active duty 
ranges from $205 to $2 4 5 a month. 
Upon completion of active duty 
they will receive a cash bonus 
o f $5t)() a year for each year c f 
such duty.

Should the young man not have 
the required 60 hours of college 
work he will be given the oppor­
tunity of passing a mental test 
covering the subjects he should 
know.

All eligible young men or young 
men who think that they might 
he eligible for aviation cadets are 
asked to write or call at the U. S. 
Army recruiting station, Lubbock, 
Texas.

That Reminds Me

INCREASE in the average in­
come of American farmers 

has been matched by increase 
in the average wage of farm la­
borers. according to latest find­
ings of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture.

So much is this the case that 
the general level of farm wage 
rates rose to the highest po nt 
in 11 years on July 1, 1941.
Farmers this year were paying 
about 24 per cent more than 
when they were engaged in har­
vesting last year. And this has 
been found to be true—not as to 
amount but as to actual raises— 
ir. almost every state in the 
Union.

Tne average day rate in Con­
necticut, without board, was 
$3.55—the highest in the coun­
try. The lowest was reported 
from South Carolina where an 
average of 95 cents per day was 
paid.

Out in Kansas, where the 
farmers were very busy har­
vesting their winter wheat, the 
average per day was $3.05. But 
the real aristocrats in Kansas 
were the experienced tractor 
operators who sometimes drew 
down as much as six dollars a 
day. For the whole country the 
average daily wage was $1.98. 
This was 36 cents more than 
last year and the best paid since 
1930.

Scarcity of farm labor is at­
tributed to different causes in 
different parts of the country. 

11 Thus, in the eastern industrial 
and seaboard states, greater 
than the draft has been the de­
mand for labor in the great mills 
and factories turning out mate­
rials for national defense.

In the middle west and south 
the chief factor in the lack of 
farm laborers was said to be the 
draft.

In the Pacific coast aircraft 
and shipbuilding industries— 
all engaged Mn defense work— 
were drawing men from all the 
farms in the country west of 
the Rockies.

TWO MEN MEET

WHEN THE PRESENT world war is recorded on 
the pages of history, probably one o f the most out­

standing events will be the spectacular, secret meet­
ing o f President Roosevelt and Prime Minister 
Churchill.

A large number o f people have been somewhat 
skeptical about the meeting, have thought that such 
a rendevous was not the thing for great men such as 
Roosevelt and Churchill to do.

Yet we are reminded that two such men—both 
working for a common goal of peace for the world— 
should meet and talk things over. Perhaps not a great 
deal o f material good was done at the meeting. The 
two men met each other, became acquainted. Per­
haps they will never meet again, but now they know 
what each looks like, and what the thought o f each 
is deep down in his heart.

Naturally, more can be accomplished in such a 
meeting than can be done by messages. It is like 
talking in person to someone, when you know’ only 
their voice by way o f telephone. Much more can be 
said, and much more can be understood.

The present war is not only one of mighty ma­
chines, although they are important, but it is also 
one o f personalities. Hitler’s personality has made 
him the iron ruler o f his subjects, just as Stalin's i>er- 
sonality has made him the leader o f the Reds.

Churchill has demonstrated his power with the 
masses. He has made England stand up and fight 
for the freedom Britishers have known so long. 
Roosevelt has become the ideal o f Americans from 
the oldest to the youngest, and few disbelieve in his 
ability.

The meeting, therefore, should give strength both 
to the United States and England. The two leaders 
planned on steps toward peace, not war. May their 
dreams come true.

FARM INCOME DOWN

DESPITE THE FACT that government payments 
have aided the annual cash income o f farmers, 

that income is still below the level for the 1925-1929 
average.

Figures compiled by the commissioner o f agri­
culture o f the state o f Georgia show that farmers, 
during the five years 1935-1939, received only 8.8 per 
cent o f the total national income. In the five years 
1925-1929, the farmers received 12.6 j>er cent o f the 
national income.

With the income higher in the earlier jieriod, the 
farmers naturally received more money than during 
the 1930 period mentioned. The national income 
dropped more than 14 billion dollars, and, too, the per­
centage of income dropped for the farmers.

What is^going to hapjien to the farmer if his in­
come continues to decrease?

That, of course, is a difficult question to answer, 
and one which we hope will not have to be answered. 
Instead of trying to figure out what is going to hap­
pen to the farmer, we should be trying to figure out 
a method o f preventing the farm income from drop­
ping any further.

Farmers, o f course, cannot get defense contracts 
such as the large manufacturers can. Farmers do, 
however, have to provide a portion o f the raw ma­
terials which are needed in national defense work, 
yet the prices paid for these materials are not as 
high as necessary to put the farmer on equal basis 
with others.

The living standards of the farmer must necessar­
ily be lower than those o f the factory worker, for he 
simply does not make as much money. The farmer 
is just as loyal, he wants to do just as much for his 
country’, but is not treated the same.

We in Hall County live in an agricultural section. 
We have no large industries— other than the agri­
cultural industry—to depend upon. We must look 
after our interests, just as the manufacturers look 
after theirs. Now is the time to begin W’ork tow ard 
the goal o f placing farm products on a higher scale 
— not tomorrow.

A. Neeley, chairman of the 
Hall County AAA committee, has 
been advised by the state office 
that November 30, 11*41, is the 
closing date of accepting requests 
for 11)42 new grower wheut allot­
ments.

Farmers who have not planted 
any wheat for harvest during 
11*39, 1940, and 1941, hut desire 
to plant wheat for the first time 
in 11*42, are considered new grow­
ers. The acreage which new grow­
ers will receive is taken from a 
county reserve, which in most 
cases, represents approximately 3 
per cent of the county allotment.

All farms receiving wheat acre­
age allotments for the first time 
this year, regardless of the size of 
the acreage, will be classified as 
non-allotment farms. Regulations 
also state that the larger of the 
wheat acreage allotment or 15 
acres may he harvested without 
incurring deductions. Non-allot­
ment farms will not be eligible for 
either conservation or parity pay­
ments, but in case marketing 
quotas ure in effect loans may be 
made on that portion of the wheat 
in excess of the farm marketing 
quota.

Requests for new grower allot­
ments should be filed in the county 
AAA office as soon as practicable. 
Neeley pointed out, since no appli­
cations may be filled after the 
closing date.

The new line will run from the!

At Mandeville another line 
is being laid to Covington, La. 
It has been estimated that 56 per 
cent of the line's capacity of ap-1 
proximately 80 million cubic feet 
daily will be used by industries 
engaged in filling nationul defense 
contracts.

The rrosB ong of Lake Pontchar- 
train will be the longest under­
water natural gas pipe line in the 
world. A single line, 14 inches 
in diameter, will traverse the 25 
miles of water from the southwest­
ern hank to Mandeville on the 
northern shore. Construction on 
this section of the line will start 
the latter part of August.
