T he most im portant th ing is to 
anchu r a post so that it  w ill not 
rise. A cross bar 1 *i to 24  inches 
long, nailed  to  the bottom  of the 
post on the side opposite to the 
b race, will ki-cp the post from  
ri-m g  v ertica lly . A nother cross 
bar near the su rfa ce  will give 
g re a te r  bearing  su rfa ce  on the 
post.

T e sts  have shown that it is b e l­
te r  to  anchor a co rn er po-t down 
with a cross bar than to depend 
on the w eight o f an extrem ely 
heavy post o r a rough post with 
rocks packed around it.

B entley  said the most common 
e rro r  found in bracing  posts is 
th a t the b races are  not long 
enough. T hese should be nine feet 
or longer, and o f 4 by 4 inch 
treated  lum ber or that equivalent 
in stren g th  and du rability  in 
o th er m aterial

T he m ost e ffe c tiv e  braces slope 
from  near the top o f the corner 
post down to n ear the ground on 
the b race post.

The soil ts mostly 
fertile , sandy loan*, but highly 
su b ject to blowing. There <s a 
generous sprinkling of shelter 
belts, ranging in age from one

to five years. Moisture supplies

O kla . this year's 
storm destroyed less than 20
