“ The success o f any poultry- 
man depends largely upon the 
proper preparation of the pullets 
for the laying house. Kar too 
many people neglect the growing 
stock until the birds are ready 
for the laying house, and then 
they expect to find a feed that 
will make the smalt, and inma- 
turp pullets lay eggs o f good 
siae. and plenty o f them. A pul­
let that ha* been neglected dur­
ing the growing period will lay 
less eggs, will be more suscepti­
ble to disease, will lay for much 
shorter period, and the eggs from 
such stock will, as a rule, produce 
weak- chicks.

“ The secret of success in feed­
ing growing pullets i* to never 
feed a forcing ration. Give them 
a chance to grow and mature 
well before forcing egg produc­
tion. A pullet that starts lay­
ing early in the season usually 
goes Into a molt in the fall o f the 
year, and consequently produces 
less egg- during the period that 
they are worth most, further­
more, a pullet that starts laying 
before it is welt matured cannot 
stand the strain o f high egg pro­
duction and when used as a breed 
er will produce weak chicks.
