Our plan is for each County 
Farm Bureau to agree to make up 
» carload of turkeys and fix a 
loading day.

We will theji arrange to have 
theae loading daya to follow each 
other in regular order so that 
tonal, state and out-of-state buyer* 
may go from one to the other-—in 
other words, a big turkey buying 
• ireuit.

County Farm Bureaus that want 
to participate in this trukey sell­
ing deal must get Imsy at once.

First, find out if a carload ol 
turkeys can be made up in the 
«utility and select convenient ship 
ping (mint. About 1,50(1 turkey.- 
will make a carload. Have each 
person sign a card or slip indieat 
ing how many turkeys they will 
deliver.

Second, write to \V. F. Craddock j 
Farm Bureau office, Dallas, for t 
date.on the grand turkey selling 
circuit. The date should be be 
tween Nov. I. and 15 in order to 
get the benefit of the Tlianksgiv 
mg trade. Pick out your date, 
hut bear in mind that we may t 
have t<> change it to fit in with ■ 
other dates- and to a\oid loss of j 
time »f buyers in getting from one j 
place to another.

Third, as soon as you have been 
assigned a date, order a poultry 
ear through your local railroad 
agent and be sure to get contirma 
tion that your order will be filled

Fourth, get information about 
the plan to every member in the 
county . Ask local newspapers to 
mention it. This will be a good 
ehanee to build up your member 
ship by getting farmers to join to 
get the benefit of the pool and 
they can pay their dues out of 
their profits.

Fifth, enlist the co-o|H*ration of 
your county agent and home de­
monstrator*. Their aid w ill be in­
valuable.
