.Memphis, Clarendon. Amarillo, 
Dumas, Boise City in Oklahoma, 
l.umar and Denver in -Colorado, 
and on to the Glacier National 
PHrk.

Efforts to secure such a road 
have been made since 1!*12, when 
interested citizen* from tt'aco. 
Wichita Falla, Childress, Amarillo, 
and Denver met in Fort Worth 
and formed u Highway Improve 
ment Association. The main ob­
jective was to provide a mean* 
for un easy flow of traffic from 
the Texas Gulf Coart Country to 
Colorado in the summer, und Irom 
the Colorado-New Mexico coup 
try toward Texa. and the Gulf 
Coa*t in the winter.

A* the gaps (more than 1,000 
mile* of the route have been paved 
since tne 1012 meeting in Fort 
Worth) in the Colorado-to-Gulf 
linkings began to close, the idea 
o f linking this route into an in­
terstate or United State* marked 
highway system came into being.
