National Emergency Council deseribed the South-
ern States as “a vast underprivileged section where
relatively poor wages, health, housing, credit and ed-
ucational facilities prevailed.” Although the council
deplored the situation they had found in the South in
preparing the reports, no recommendations were
made to alleviate the situation. In the main, cotton
was pointed out as the reason for such conditions,
since southern people pin all their economic hopes on
this one crop.

It is a sad picture that the Council has painted of
the South, and sadder still the report gives a true

picture of many sections of the southland and of our/,

own Texas. Cotton farmers in many sections of the
south have so long depended on cotton as a solution
for all their economic problems that they cannot see
the possibilities of other crops, dairy products, sheep
and beef cattle as a source of cash on the farm.
However, many localities have seen that diversified
farming with its attendant flow of money each sea-|
son of the vear is the answer to the great economic|
problem that is facing all of the southland. Hall
County, fortunately, is in the vanguard of these lo-

calities who are turning to diversified methods of|;

farming and abandoning the “one corp-one season”|
method that has long held sway in every section|
where cotton is grown.

A trip through the Hall County farming area would
change the National Economic Council’s report on!
