It will decrease consumption,' 
as the house wife who keeps egr* 
does nut care to buy spoiled eggs.

Why not produce infertile egg*, 
which will keep from several day* 
at a tempature e f  103 degrees, and 
will keep for weeks if kept cool? ' 
My producing infertile -eggs you will ; 
receive a better price and increase 
consumption.

The first o f Jpnr is the time to 
separate your male birds from the 
flock. Pen or kill all rosters. If  
you have yoocf standard bred roost 
ert and want to Veep them, build a' 
small pen to place them in. I f  your 
roosters are not standard, brad, put 
them »s  the market, or kill and rat I 
them.

The infertile egg market will open 
about June Ilk, and continue throtiyh 
the summer. I f  you are interested 
in this work, ask your produce man 
about it and he will trll you why it 
I* necessary to produce infertile egg- 
ir order to get the benefit of hotter 
prices. ,

The egg loss from rot* in this i 
county will run into thousands of 
dollars, and the reduction in price 
will be considerable. Why no^ sep­
arate your male birds from the flock 
and receive the better price paid for 
infertile eggs
