Anthonie Formation of County Line 
School Districts t Validate 

School Bondi.
Allhough the candidate* for office* 

to be filled next year are abroad in 
tlie land, asking voter* to lend them 
their ear*, the fact ought not to be 
loct night of that there 1* to lie a little 
election in Texa* on Aug. 3 of the 
present year to pa** upon three pro- 
poidtion* to amend the Constitution, 
Mubmitted by the Thirty-Fir*t I>-gis- 
lalure. Kiieh of tlie*e propo*ition* is 
im|M>rtant and de*erving ofconsidera- 
tion. Tlie amendment* are, respec­
tively, a* follow*:

1. To authorize the formation of 
county line *chool district*, that in to 
say, district* embracing territory 
lying within more than one county.

2. To validate the bond* of certain 
imle|>endent school district*.

3. To authorize the incorporation of 
citie* of more than o.INMi inhabitant* 
under special charter*.

County Line DUtricU Needed.
The necessity for the first of these 

amendments grows out of tin fact that 
the Supreme Court o f Texas, in the 
Merten* case, held that the l^-gista- 
ture without authority to create school 
district* embracing territory included 
in more than one county. Tlie Con­
stitution as it now stands, authorize* 
the Legislative to provide fur the crea­
tion of Hchool district* "within all or 
any o f the countie*." This wa* con­
strued to authurize the creation of ilis- 
trict* lapping overcountv line*, hut the 
Supreme Court lias held such construc­
tion to tie unwarranted. It i* quite 
generally recognized that it is in many 
place* necessary and desirable to 
have these county line school district: 
that i* to say, the district* should lie 
formed with re*|»ect to the well being 
of tlie children whom tlie school i* ex­
pected to serve, and without regard 
to county lines. Conditions such a* 
impassable streams, had roads, moun­
tains, etc., render it absolutely neces­
sary to organize county line districts 
in some localities. This is true not 
only of Texas, hut o f other States.

C. K. Evens, general agent for the 
conference for education in Texas in a 
letter to the writer, says:

"1 have examined tlie school laws of 
North <'aroline, Virginia. South < aro- 
line, Florida, Alabama and other 
Statcs, and find that, without excep­
tion, so far as I have investigated, 
there is provision forcountline school 
districts, i. e.. district* embraclnjt 
territory in two or mon- counties. 
Statistic* that I have collected show 
that approximately 30,000 children 
resided in the county line districts of 
Texas at the time theMertens decision 
invalidated these dis triots. Ofcourse 
with'n the next twenty-live years the 
numher of children in Texas that will 
lie hcnetltted by county line districts 
will increase to 50,000 <>r more.

What the people are called upon to 
do in this connection is to authorize 
the Legislature to do what it has lieen 
doing for many years something 
which is generally recognized to is- a 
necessity.

To Pay Just Debts.
The need for the second proposed 

amendment* grows out of the decision 
of the Supreme t'ourt in tlie Ha ml in- 
de|M-ndeut school district ca*e. The 
bonds of that district which were 
issued and sold wereheld to he invalid 
because the district had lieen formed 
ut variance with constitutional autho­
rity. As there were a number of other 
districts in the State in like case, the 
decision had the eff«vt of invalidating 
outstanding school iaind* to the ap­
proximate amount of ♦3.500,0110. 
Tlie si- bond* are in the hands of intio* ! 
c-iit purchasers, the state permanent 
school fund owing a large portion of j 
them. A ll of these isinds were issuisl I 
in good faitli for tin- erection ofi 
school house*, and th> building* urr I 
ls-ing u*ed by ill" school children. It, 
i* lielieved that thi* amendment will 
i*' adopted, doing justice to the (udd­
ers of the bonds ami preserving the 
credit of tlie State.

Tlie conference for education ha* j 
done a lot of work In putting Is-fore | 
the people of tlie State the fact* con­
cerning these amendments.

Mineral 
Well*, aeoortliiig to tlie census of 
ltahi, classes a* a eity of less than 
5000, inhabitation*. Hut it has grow a 
whole lot since Hast, and Is sldes, dur­
ing the tourist season it* (spoliation 
I* augmented by several thousand 
Visitors. These (ssiplr niS'd all the

*___

comfort* of a home. ju»t tlie same a* 
the Mineral Welisitea. In short, say a
Mr. Highsmith, Mineral Wells need* 
the public utilities of a city more than 
moat other place* in Texas, hut in the 
matters of taxation, issuance of Isinds,
etc., it is hound down to the general 
law provision* for small towns. Mr. 
Highsmith wants the Constitution 
amended so that Mineral Wells can 
get a special charter and march on to 
her splendid destiny.

Of course, there are others. The 
amendment hardly would have been 
submitted had there not lieen other 
young Texa* cities suffering with 
growing pains and anxious to throw 
off tlie swaddling dollies of general 
laW' incorporation.

Anybody i* en­
titled U> vote in this election who is 
eligible to vote for candidate* for o f­
fice. Those voters subject to the pay­
ment of (Mill tax for the year 1U0* 
must have paid the same priortoFeb.

Text of First Amendment.
If the first of the amendments above 

l-eferri-d to shall Is- adopted. Section 
3 of Article 7 of the Constitution will 
I*' made to lead as follows:

"Sec. 3. Urn-fourth of the revenue 
derived from the State occupation 
taxes and a (Mill tax of $1 on every 
male inhabitant of this State Is-tween 
tlie ages of 21 and *K> years shall lie 
set apart annually for the lienefit of 
the public free school, and in addi­
tion thereto there shall Is* levied and 
collected an annual ad valorem Stute 
tax of such an amount, not to exceed 
20c on tlie ♦list valuation, as with the 
available school fund arising from ail 
other sources, will lie sufficient to 
maintain and sup|H>rt the public free 
schools of this StaW for a (leriod of

■nay authorize an additional ad valo­
rem tax to he levied and collected 
within all school districts, heretofore 
formed, or hereafter formed, for tiie 
further maintenance of public free 
schools, and the erection and equip­

“Jonathan Buck, listen to these 
words, the last my tongue shall utter 
It Is the spirit of the only living Cod 
which bids me speak to you You will 
soon die, and over your grave they will 
erect a atone, that atl may know the 
epot where your bones lie snd crumble 
to dust. .

“ Upon that stone the Imprint of my 
foot shall appear, and for all time, aft­
er your accursed race has vanished 
from the face of the earth, will the 
people from far and near know that 
you murdered a woman."

She then turned to her executioners, 
and another act transpired to make a 
part o f American colonial history. The 
“witch curse" had liecn almost forgot­
ten until the monument was erected to 
the founder o f Bucks|>ort.

It had lM>en In |Hadtlon hardly a 
month when a faint outline was discov­
ered on It. It grew more and more dls 
tlnct, until some person made the dis­
covery that It was the outline of a 
foot The old legend was revived.

They said that the "witch’s curse" 
had been fulfilled An attempt was 
made to remove the stain, but every 
effort only tended to make It plainer.

The Imprint of the foot la there today 
aa plain as ever.
