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HOW TO HARVEST
SWEET POTATOES

Expert Emphasize* Necessity for
Extremely Careful Handling 

of Product

Except for early market, .,weet 
potatoes should not he harvested 
until they are mature, as immature 
potatoes are of poorer quality and 
nnirh harder to keep in storage 
than those that have fully matured 
Sometime* an early frost prevents 
full maturity, but ordinarily the 
growing season is plenty long for 
tin* potatoes to mature.

The natural yellowing <>f the 
foliage is usually a good indica­
tion that the potatoes are ready 
to lie harvested. A still safer 
guide, however, is to cut several 
potatoes. The cut surface of nta 
lure potatoes will dry and turn 
white in a short time, while with 
the immature ones it remain* 
moist and usually turns to a green­
ish color.

They should he 
carefully placed in crates or ha* 
kets while being harvested, and 
preferably hauled to the curing 
house in spring wagons. The 
baskets or crate* should be full 
•not, gh so that the lid fits tight on 
the potatoes. This prevents them 
iron, pil'ifkg up .••til down till tile 
tough roads, which otherwise 
woid I cause them to bceom > bruis­
es., no matter how earefoliy* they 
were handled in the field.

FIFTY-SEVEN NEGROES 
WITH RANGER GUARD 
* COME TO HALL COUNTY

Introduction of Nagroa* Cauaea 
Considerble Excitement In 

Memphta. One Fight.

Much surprise amt eoiisideiahle 
excitement resulted Tuesday v. hen 
it became known that a gang of 
,*>7 negroe* luid been brought in 
Monday and distributed to several 
farm* east of town, to pick cotton.

The fact tha' a State ranger had 
been sent to guard the negroes al­
so caused not a little comment, 
most of which was unfavorable.

The surprise was the more pro­
nounced brculIHe of the fact i hat 
there never was a time wdieu there 
seemed to be less excuse for bring­
ing iq negroe* than now. ('ot- 
tnn picking hu.< just commenced 
here and an annually large number 
o f white pickers are here. Many 
more hand* are coming in • very 
day. both h,v train and wagon, 
and pickers never were so nbund- 
ant so early in the season.

There has always been strong 
general sentiment here against in­
troducing negroes, so much so that 
■ lien the question was agitated 
two years ago, when labor w a so 
scarce that it looked as if the 
bumper cotton crap, worth 40 
cents a pound, might lint he saved, 
the project was abandoned as im­
practicable.

Petitions circulated at that time 
proved that a overwhelming maj­
ority did not want them : sonic go­
ing »o far a* t «  say that they would 
rather lose the cotton than to have 
the tfcgrtM**.
